	Dr. Frances Roberson opened the meeting by explaining the purpose of the meeting and what needed to be accomplished.  She explained since it was time for CIS to do its probe, it was an ideal time to also do the quarter to semester conversion.  She said that we would be converting to a trimester system with 14 or 15 weeks per trimester.   She said the plan was to have the trimester system implemented January 2011.  She said this would be the cutoff date and all quarter system class would cease and on January 2011 all class would be on the trimester system.  The goal for the CIS group is to be totally converted and ready to go by August 2009.  Schools will have “cheat sheets” to help in advisement of students during this conversion process.
Dr. Roberson discussed the possibility of having mini-mesters if needed which would be about seven weeks each.    The problem with mini-mesters is that financial aid funds per trimester and could cause problems if a student did not pass a prerequisite the first part of the trimester and could not finish the trimester.  She discussed other issues such as trimesters could cross our current fiscal years. 
Dr. Roberson emphasized that our mission has not changed.  Our primary mission is to train students to be gainfully employed.  Converting to the semester/trimester system will help students to transfer classes to four year schools if they wish to continue their education.   



	Discussion
	Dr. Roberson said what tasks the committee needs to accomplish in this part of the program development are to rewrite courses that needed modifying and adding Blooms’s Taxonomy verbs to the competencies of all CIS courses and specify the cognitive level for each competency.  The course numbers will all need to be converted to a four digit system.   It was discussed that five quarter hour courses would be converted to three hour semester courses.  Six hour and seven hour quarter courses would be converted to four hour semester courses with possible different contact hours based on different lecture and lab content.
Dr. Roberson mentioned that it would be a good time to change the name of the program during this conversion.   IST (Information Systems Technology,) CIT (Computer Information Technology,) CST (Computer Systems Technology,) and leaving as CIS (Computer Information Systems) were discussed.  
The committee specified a program core that would be in each area of specialization.  Most of these courses were specified using current course numbers as follows:
SCT 100

CIS 105

CIS 106

An operating systems course (course numbers not yet specified)

CIS 1140 or CIS2321

There was much discussion on the value of CIS 106.  It was a consensus that the content of this course needs to be modified to be useful in the program.  It was decided that the program heads from each area would work together to come up with competencies for the course then get input from the consortia.

A numbering scheme for program courses was discussed.  The following is the recommended number schemes per specialization:
1100 – Program core

2000 – Courses shared in specializations, not part of core

2100 – Computer Support Specialist

2200 – Computer Repair

2300 – Programming Specialist

2400 – Internet Programming

2500 – Internet Design 

2600 – Networking Specialist

2700 – Database Specialist

2800 – Security Specialist

2900 – Capstone courses

Dr. Roberson suggested that each course have a name of a person responsible for the changes to that course associated with it.  The core courses were assigned as follows:
CIS 106 – Program heads subcommittee

CIS 103 – Shannon Beasley

CIS 105 – John Arena

CIS 1140 and CIS 2321 – Dwight Watt

Security – Mehmet Kilinc    

All other courses were assigned in each specialty program breakout session.



	Conclusions
	All schools in the Technical College System of Georgia system will be converting from a quarter system to a trimester system.  The planned time frame for conversion is Winter 2011.  All CIS courses need to modified for semester hours and many courses need modification to competencies using Bloom’s taxonomy.  The course number of all courses will be changed using a four number scheme.  The name of the program will be changed to a more contemporary name.

Cisco Specialty block:

Discovery and Exploration are different.  End result is same, but competencies in the courses of each track are different. Discovery was intended for the high schools, exploration for the technical colleges.  With the joint agreements with high schools, some colleges have opted to go Discovery but some schools have decided to do Exploration in the high schools.    The choice to offer Discovery or Exploration will be a local choice, but students will not be able to swap back and forth between tracks.
Eight courses need to be developed: four for the Discovery track and four for the Exploration track. Jim Poarch will develop the Exploration track.  Geraldine Middleton will develop the Discovery track.  It is recommended that courses be required to be taken in order and the numbering will be an xxxx number (4 digits) and that they be consecutive numbers.  Each course should be 3-2-4 hours.  

All standards will be rewritten using Blooms Taxonomy terminology.   Each competency and objective should identify the one of 6 areas that verb comes from (Knowledge, Comprehend, Apply, Analyze, synthesize, evaluate) in parenthesis at end of competency / objective.
