	SW
	Practicum – are the 4500 hrs of lab equivalent to what we previously had in Prac I and II?
	No, it is not equivalent.  But between Practicum and Internship it is equivalent (over two semesters rather than three quarters).

	Request that all instructors statewide collaborate on seeking new textbooks for combo courses as well as new course
	Discussed an informal date limit of no more than 5 years old.  Seminal works would be the exception.

	SW
	Concern about adding another course; do not see need to teach guidance in isolation; feel guidance is adequately addressed in other courses.
	There was a great deal of discussion around the guidance course. It was noted that the guidance content that previously existed in the curriculum has not been removed, and that the guidance course will reinforce the guidance content in a stronger way.  It was also noted that guidance/ classroom management is an important skill in workforce development in ECE.  The decision to include a guidance course in the semester curriculum was upheld.

	If art/music are combined, what will take place of those extra hours?
	There are no extra hours.

	Where does guidance course fit in?
	The guidance course will be in the diploma and AAS, as well as the school-age TCC.

	Because 1103 is a pre-requisite for 2201 (which is in the TCC), 1103 was not added to the TCC.  This will be an upper-level TCC – 9 credit hours only.

	ECE 1103 is in the Paraprofessional and School-Age Care TCC.

	ECCE 2201 – should number be 2301 since it is associate level?
	Only specialization courses are numbered at the 2300 level.

	Add “birth through age 12” to ECCE 2203 course description. Should read “Examines. . . Topics will include developmentally appropriate child guidance (birth through age 12); effective. . . .
	This change will be made.

	Change minutes in 1103 for first two competencies as follows: Prenatal-12 – 1050 min (was 800); Guidance 100 (was 350) 
	This change will be made.

	This change will be made.  Gary Larson and Anita Dailey will work together to combine the three courses into two.

	ECCE 2203 New guidance course added to curr and guidance still has a lot of time in most of the courses; need to review and reduce guidance in other classes to allow for other topics.

	2nd course in Human Growth and Devel needed—need to cover adolescent and youth; course should include lifespan
	The decision to eliminate lifespan development was upheld.  The primary reason cited was faculty expertise in early childhood rather than lifespan development, and the expanded 1103 course which will now focus on prenatal through age 12.

	Concern with just one practicum in semesters even though hours are equivalent to 2 practicum courses in quarters; concern for division and placement of students.
	Since semesters will be 15 weeks long, having three (2 practicum and 1 internship course) would take 1 ½ years to complete, which seems impractical.  The hours with one practicum and one internship, each over 15 weeks (30 weeks total) will be equivalent to the current configuration.

There should be a level 2 lab added to this course to include certification in CPR and 1st aid, nutrition, etc.
Under Nutritional needs of children: “Recognize implications of childhood obesity, including health related risks.”
	These changes will be made.  A 2-1 lab will be added to this course, which will embed time for CPR/ 1st Aid instruction, nutrition and health and safety labs.

	1112 - “Evaluate” rather than describe a variety of effective, research-based ….. “(this takes it to evaluation rather than knowledge)
“implement the use of assessment as a planning tool…..” – this is application
Is the level 2 lab going to allow students to go in the field and observe/ assess children?
Under curriculum approaches: “Plan appropriate transitional activities…. “ – this allows you to get rid of the next one.
“Instructional media and technology”: Be familiar with instructional media and technology to enhance assessment and instruction.”
	These changes will be made.
The statement will be changed to read: “Use instructional media and technology to enhance assessment and instruction.”

	1113 -Include all of the areas of creativity – drama, integrating the arts, creativity across the curriculum, creative movement – and the importance of physical activity in the early years.
	This change will be made.

	Is there now only one course for Family Child Care and School Age Care Specialization for AAS? What should be used for other course? 
	Another 2300-level specialization course will be used for students wanting to complete the AAS with a specialization in family child care: ECE 2330, 2360, or 2310 would be good selections.

	Will the colleges have to apply for TCCs or will they automatically roll over if we are already approved?
	This question was not answered in the meeting.

	WC
	Now that AAS has 2 specialization courses, suggested that consider 2 family childcare classes and/or need to look at impact the two courses will have for transition from diploma to degree and also impact it will have on TCCs
	Another 2300-level specialization course will be used for students wanting to complete the AAS with a specialization in family child care: ECE 2330, 2360, or 2310 would be good selections.

	Child Devel Specialist TCC – do not have EMPL 1000 or ECCE 1121; if college can’t offer ECCE 1121 then should not offer this TCC
	Because of institutional pre-requisites and the length of time it will take students to complete programs in a semester format, EMP 1000 will be retained in the Child Development Specialist TCC as an OR (in place of ECE 1021).

	ECCE 2320, 2322 – need to be combined into Program Adm & Facility Mgt
	This change will be made.  Gary Larson and Anita Dailey will work together to combine the three courses into two.

	Program Adm TCC – need to have just 2 courses; Program Adm and Facility Mgt AND Personnel Management (3 courses need to be combined into 2)
	This change will be made.  Gary Larson and Anita Dailey will work together to combine the three courses into two.
Because of a perceived need for program administrators to have child development knowledge, ECE 1103 was added to the Program Administration TCC.  This, along with two program management course, will be embedded within the AAS.

	School Age and Youth Care TCC – needs an early adolescent component, otherwise integrity of program is lost. Would have 2nd/new Hum Growth Devel course in TCC and take out 2203 and 2203.
	The decision was made to combine the Paraprofessional TCC and School-Age TCC to make a new TCC: Paraprofessional and School Age Care.  This will include both ECE 2310: Paraprofessional Practices and ECE 2312: Designing Programs and Environments for School Age Children.  This TCC will also include ECE 2202: Social Issues and Family Involvement, ECE 2203: Guidance and Classroom Management, and ECE 1103 and 1105.  The Executive Committee feels that this will allow for much flexibility for instructors to cover early adolescent issues, but in a context more appropriate for the overall ECE program.

	Paraprofessional Specialist – seems like several classes were eliminated to add guidance
	The only courses that were eliminated in order to create a guidance course were ECE 1014 (Music and Movement – which content was combined with ECE 1013) and ECE 2030 (Human Growth II – which content was split and the school-age portion up through age 12 was added to ECE 1103)

	Suggest in AAS – For Area I – ENGL 1101 and Area I Humanities (instead of elective) – to satisfy SACS COC 
	See attached list of general education courses for AAS. All COC requirements are met.

	Recommends we specify all courses in AAS and not have “specialization electives.”
	Students will have space for two specialization courses in the AAS, which they can choose from the following areas: Infant/ Toddler, Paraprofessional/ School-Age, Exceptionalities, Program Administration, Family Child Care

	Yes.  This will allow maximum flexibility for individual programs.
