	Conclusions
	Meeting began with the nominations of Mellisa Dalton (Lanier Tech) as chairman and Nancy Dingler (North Georgia Tech) as Vice-chair. April McDuffie (East Central Tech)   was the facilitator.

Decision was made to add Phonics to the Word Structure portion of Reading 96’s competencies. This will allow for the removal of Reading 95 as a program of study in the Georgia Technical Colleges. 

With the removal of Reading 95, Reading 0096 will become Read I, Reading 0097 will become Read II and Reading 0098 will become Read III

Reading 0097 and Reading 0098 will retain their same competencies. When the technical schools change to the semester system all three reading classes will be worth 3 semester hours of credit, and will require 2250 minutes per course.
