	Discussion
	Barbara James reviewed the General Education change from three areas to four for degree programs.  Area IV - Humanities/Fine Arts is distinguished separately in the new format.  The importance of identification of Humanities/Fine Arts courses was emphasized.   Faculty was reminded that courses classified as Humanities/Fine Arts are not skill building courses. Changes will also be made to the diploma, but the exact changes are yet to be determined.

Faculty wanted to know if ENGL 1102 would count as a Humanities course.  Barbara informed them that she had been told it will not because of the Composition component, but it anything changes them will be notified. The ENGL 1102 can count as the Program Specific General Education or as one of the Occupational Guided Electives.

Faculty were told they should give consideration to the short summer session and what courses would be offered.  The session may be between 5 1/2 and 8 weeks long and they should check with their administration to find out the length of the session at their individual colleges.  (This topic was to be discussed later in the meeting; however, time was spend on the program/course reviews).

Barbara provided a brief review of advisement using the Student Advisement Report (SAR) with a walk-through a sample student report. Emphasis was placed on the Additional Coursework section at the bottom of the report and its use in granting credit for courses successfully completed that were not automatically credited to the semester program requirements.

Lee Cagle reviewed the Course Crosswalk and the interpretation of symbols to determine equivalent semester courses based upon quarter courses.  She also demonstrated how to access the KMS Database to access the most up-to-date Course Crosswalk.  

Barbara presented the Quick Guide to Conversion of Programs and Courses for Accounting programs.  This document was developed for Business Technologies by program area to assist with student advisement.  It contains the course crosswalk (quarter to equivalent semester courses), semester course description, prerequisites, and credits by program captured in one document.  This document can be shared with the student and the student can be given a copy for their files.

	Discussion
	Barbara James defined the parameters of the reviews.  Changes will be considered if they are the result of errors made at the System Office or a serious oversight that affects accreditation or certification.  No course credits should be changed, but the review should include a look at the distribution of lecture/lab instructional minutes.  
The faculty, led by Tim Green, examined the programs and courses.  There was discussion on why the salary was less for the degree than for the Computerized Accounting TCC.  It was recommended that the suggested salary range should be the same as stated for the TCCs.  Barbara referred the group to the Occupational Outlook Handbook for information on salary and pointed out the difficulty identifying salary for a two-year degree.  If alternative information is located, it should be forwarded to the System Office. 
A review of the courses lead to discussion of the prerequisites for ACCT 1100 and 1105. If a student is admitted to the diploma program and transfers to degree and does not meet the Math requirement, they become Provisional and cannot take accounting courses.  It was agree to change the prerequisite to address these situations.

ACCT 1105 Financial Accounting II - add "or Instructor Approval for Provisional students"

ACCT 2115 Bookkeeper Certification - change "Program Admission" to "Advisor Approval"

ACCT 2110 Accounting Simulation - change ACCT 1115 Computerized Accounting to Co-requisite

ACCT 1120--Spreadsheet Applications - increase credit hours to 4 to match the BUSN 1410 Spreadsheet Applications class (4 credits) since these classes were intended to be interchangeable due to limited faculty resources.
