The group looked at each course guide in turn today and gave Mr. Conway any final edits or corrections that were needed.  Overall these course guides were in very good shape now and only minor edits were noted for Steve to make next week.

	Steve stated that he would make the final changes to these guides on Monday and that the new 2009 ACR standards should be posted on the TCSG website by later next week.  There will be 1 diploma and 4 certificates for the colleges to begin using fall quarter.  The 2009 ACR curriculum will be labled as such on the website and the courses will now have 4 digits as opposed to 3.  All programs must implement the new standards by spring 2010.

	Mr. Conway stated that since the last ACR board meeting the Q2S timeline had been revised.  Programs now have until June 2010 to work on curriculum conversion.  Actual semesters will not start until summer 2011.  That leaves close to a year for curriculum review and student advising.  Steve stated that there are some money issues with the Q2S conversion proposal that the DTAE board and the presidents are still reviewing.  The DTAE board will make the ultimate decision on Q2S sometime this fall.  Steve also reported though that there are some part-time data entry folks working in the main office to help with course entry into the new database.  Mr. Conway would like to use this help to enter the semester ACRP courses if enough headway was made during the meeting today.

	Mr. Conway then gave each board member a copy of the 2009 NATEF Collision Repair standards to review for accuracy in job analysis.  Mr. Conway explained that currently only 2 TCSG ACR programs are NATEF certified.  He felt that there should be more college programs pursuing this certification as it offers lots of benefits to students and faculty alike.  By aligning the ACR curriculum a little better with these new standards, programs seeking certification would find the process much easier.  There was a discussion on what role I-Car plays in the ACR programs.  Both Mr. Yuhas and Mr. Conway explained that I-CAR compliments NATEF.  I-CAR provides training modules that meet NATEF requirements.  These training modules are current and are very cost effective. NATEF simply certifies programs. They are not a training entity

	After lunch the board members reviewed the ACR programs needs.  The group agreed that there were too many small courses in the curriculum at present. The greatest change for Q2S courses would be collapsing courses and making sure lab tasks were updated.  The program diploma should remain a year long and TCCs should probably be built around the 4 NATEF categories.  The group discussed these issues along with faculty loading and night versus day schedules.

	The board agreed to create 4 courses for the semester format and spend the remainder of the meeting deciding how courses could be collapsed to form the basis of the 4 new ones.

	Discussion
	Mr. Yuhas suggested that the new introduction course be labeled ACRP 1000.  It will be called Introduction to Auto Collision Repair.  It would collapse ACR 1000, 1010, 1020, 1070 and 1280. Starlyn Sampson suggested 3 more new course titles  ACRP 1010 would be Foundations of Collision Repair and would collapse 1100, 1040, 1050, 1060, and 1270. ACRP 2000 would be called Introduction to Refinishing and would collapse 1300, 1320, 2340, 2350, 2360, and 2370. ACRP 2010 would be called Major Collision Repair and would collapse 1090, 1200, 1210, 1220, 1230, 1290, 2240, 2250 and 2260. The board agreed that this is the way the courses are grouped each quarter now and this structure would make it much easier to design course schedules each quarter than the present curriculum allows. Mr Sampson then asked for volunteers to check the new course content alignment with NATEF tasks.
