Steve stated that in 2 weeks the database would be ready to receive Program information and that the courses needed to be in a more final form to put out for general review.  Steve then announced that on Thursday the TCSG Board passed unanimously the motion to go to the semester system.   Steve then gave everyone a hand out from NATEF with info about end of program tests (EOPs).  The fee has been changed to $15.00 per student per year which is a substantial reduction over previous years.  Steve encouraged everyone to consider these tests for benchmarking purposes.

The second course formed from competencies 19-29 in ACRP 1000 would be tagged ACRP 1005 and named  Auto Components Repair and Replacement.  Some reordering and splitting of the References in ACRP 1000 were also approved.

	The board then moved on to look at the other ACRP course drafts, but changes to these courses needed more time than alloted. ACRP 1010 needed to have some contact minutes revised and some competencies grouped differently.  ACRP 2000 needed lecture minutes split up and added into the Lab 2 and Lab 3 areas before a final decision could be made. And ACRP 2010 needed to have some redundant competencies removed before a final split of this course could occur.

	Discussion
	Immediately after lunch the board reviewed the revised information on the remaining ACRP courses.  After further discussion, a motion was made to split ACRP 1010 into 3 courses.  ACRP 1010 would keep the same title and encompass competencies 1-7 and 18-23. ACRP 1015 would be called Fundamentals of Welding and would encompass competencies 24-33. ACRP 1018 would be called Mechanical and Electrical Systems and would encompass competencies 8-17 and 34-38. A similar motion was made to split ACRP 2000 into 3 courses even after half the lecture contact minutes had been realloted. ACRP 2000 would keep the same name and encompass competencies 1-11 and 28-32. ACRP 2005 would be called Fundamentals of Refinishing I and would encompass competencies 12-21. And ACRP 2008 would be called Fundamentals of Refinishing II and would encompass competencies 22-27. 
ACRP 2010 had been edited by Robert during lunch and after a bit more discussion a motion was made to split this course into two as well.  ACRP 2010 would keep the same title and encompass competencies 1-10.  Several of these competencies had contact minutes added to them from removed redundant competencies. ACRP 2015 would be called Major Collision Replacement and would encompass competencies 33, and 35-38. A few of these competencies had extra contact minutes added to them from removed redundant competencies.
