	Steve stated that he only received feedback from 1 IFCC member in regards to the ACRP courses he sent out to all faculty for review.  Robert Yuhas briefly reviewed his three course revisions and the group voted on each one in turn while Steve Conway took notes on the suggested changes.

	Conclusions
	In ACRP 1000 - the group unanimously approved to rewrite competency #11 to reflect Space Frames instead of Stub Frames. Stub frames are outdated technology. In ACRP 1010 Competency #10 would be rewritten and Competency #11 would be removed because fiberglass panels are outdated technology.  The new verbage would reflect Composites instead. Though Robert suggested that MIG brasing and spary arc welding be added to ACRP 1015, the group agreed this could wait.  It was always OK to teach beyond the standard but the time was not right to add these tasks as mandatory yet.

Each course and its associated semester credits were listed in core and specialization groupings.  The group agreed to finalize this diploma structure for Q2S and then spent some time assigning the suggested sequence for each course and checking prereqs and co-reqs. After finalizing the course sequence, the group then looked at converting the 4 TCCs.  It was agreed to keep 4 TCC options for Q2S and the course groupings and new TCC names are reflected below. It was noted during this discussion that the two internship courses did not have the right amount of contact hours carried over from the quarter versions.  Each course would need to increase by one credit.
