	David showed several PowerPoint slides to the group outlining the parameters and constraints of updating and converting the auto service curriculum for this project. David stated that the program contact hours were too long and that they must come down and the program courses were outdated or did not align with NATEF standards very well. There was some discusssion as to the merits of shortening the contact hours. David showed the curriculum that Chattanooga State College uses which is both a NATEF and SACS accredited program to the group for one example of what to do.

	Conclusions
	The group reached consensus after much discussion that the revised TCSG curriculum could not go beyond NATEF required hours and that the degree program should offer more advanced course options over the diploma. TCCs need to be dealt with after the degree and diploma options are created. Courses need to be able to be offered in the night schedules as well as the day.

David then asked for members to select an area to begin building a new course for the new curriculum. Terry agreed to take HVAC. Alan took Brakes. Brett took the Introduction course. David took Electrical and the Steering/Suspension areas. Lynn took Engine Performance.
