	After the textbooks were passed around for all to see, the group moved on to discuss the elective options for the new Fundamentals diploma program.  Brett asked Steve Conway to explain.  Steve stated that since the last meeting he had verified that when a program had an electives option colleges sometimes change an elective choice from the standard suggestion(s).  Neither Steve nor Joe Dan Banker had turned up a written policy on this option but both were aware that it is done by colleges as needed.  Steve stated that two colleges had already determined to offer the new Engine Repair course as a guided elective in the new Fundamentals diploma rather than any of the 3 courses currently listed.  If any other colleges wanted to consider this option they would need to meet with their advisory board and then determine if that choice was the right skill to request in that service area.  The college administration would have to sign off on that request to make the change for the college.  Steve urged all members to at least try the new elective options with students before considering this guided elective choice.  The engines course exists in a separate TCC and this was the designed way for students to take this course under semesters.

	After lunch Brett asked Steve Conway to explain the financial aid options for programs brought up at the last meeting.  Steve explained that after talking to the financial aid coordinator at TCSG he had a better understanding of program implications.  HOPE would pay for whatever a student signed up for in any given semester as long as they qualified for the aid.  Pell looks at total conatct hours of a program to determine elegibility.  The Engine Repair TCC was not quite long enough to be Pell eligible.  The Transmissions TCC was long enough to be Pell eligible.  Since students completing the Fundamentals diploma would have been in Georgia for a year, HOPE would be the better option for students to pursue for stand alone TCCs.
