•	The committee recommened that the phrase "related laboratory math' be added to the content area for each of the following courese:  CLT 101, 103, 104-108, 109-113, 118, 119 since there is no specific laboratory math course.
•	Discussed the addition of AHS 109 (medical terminology) as a co-requisite to CLT 101.  No final decision was made.
•	Dekalb Tech faculty worked out a preliminary course sequence, but it was decided that colleges would modify the sequence as needed. Some programs have only one instructor.
•	The academic core will need to be completed prior to entering the CLT program; therefore, CLT 101 course will need to be changed from ‘provisional admission’ to ‘program admission’.
•	Discussed combining CLT 118 & 119, but decided to keep these as 2 separate courses.
•	Discussed moving competencies in CLT 109 into other courses, but decided to keep as a separate course.
•	First year CLT courses, CLT 101—108, will be 1100 numbers.  Second year courses (internship) CLT 109-113 and 118 & 119, will be 2100 numbers.  The 4 letter prefix will become CLBT.  CLT 109 will become CLBT 2109
•	A committee worked on converting hours from quarter to semester.  A conversion table was submitted.
•	PLT standards are not on the TCSG website, because they were institutionally developed by North Georgia Tech.  State standards will be created during the Q2S process.
•	Some faculty members broke into a separate group to work on the Phlebotomy curriculum 
•	The CLT program description should address each of the major areas of the curriculum that graduates have mastered, such as phlebotomy, hematology & coagulation, clinical chemistry, immunohematology, immunology, serology, urinalysis and body fluids, microbiology, parasitology, basic laboratory skills, related laboratory math and computer skills.
