	Discussion
	Steve wrote down the current credits that each new DIET course would have on the board.  The new DIET core as well as each specialization was checked to be sure credits were within allowable standards.  The Electrical course and the Engine course were each about 7 credits.  After some discussion the group was adamant about keeping these courses intact rather than breaking them in two.  They were both topics that created a foundation needed in other courses and breaking them in two would create scheduling and teaching conflicts that the faculty wanted to avoid if at all possible.  Discussion was had about the Marine specialty and the group thought it was still worth including.

	Conclusions
	The new program would contain a core group of courses: DIET 1000, 1010, 1020, 1030, and 1040.  A student would then have to complete one of four specializations to receive a diploma.  The 4 specializations would be Trucks, Off Road/Heavy Equipment, Diesel Power Generation, and Marine Diesel. Each specialization was 2 more courses except for Trucks which would be 3.
