Quarter-to-Semester Conversion Meeting

August 05, 2009

Notes from joint session with Barbering and Cosmetology (see attached handout and PowerPoint slides).

1. The purpose of this meeting is to begin the discussion about semester conversion. It is the responsibility of executive committee members to pass this information on to all instructors, and to get feedback from all colleges.

2. Pending board approval, the conversion will be to semesters, not trimesters.  There will be two 15-week semesters, and a 10-week summer semester.  There is a window for individual colleges to set their own calendars.

3. This is a great opportunity to make changes in your program.

4. Courses in the semester curriculum will have four-letter prefixes.

5. Articulation agreements will have to be examined; hopefully the semester conversion will make articulation easier with schools that are already on semester system.

6. The conversion will cost $45 million over several years.

7. Faculty will serve as ambassadors for the conversion – what students know about the conversion will come from faculty.  When transitioning to semesters, we will always err on the side of the student.

8. System-wide advisement tools will be made to help students transition from quarters to semesters.

Bright from the Start Update: 
· The meeting began with a discussion of the latest updates to the Bright from the Start regulations, including the lack of clarity regarding technical college offerings.  Instructors should send concerns to Benita Moore, who will voice these concerns on behalf of all technical college in an upcoming meeting with BFTS.
· Questions that arose in the meeting:

· Will BFTS pay 80% of tuition after HOPE has been paid?

· Has the MINIMUM requirement been decided (the list includes a variety of acceptable credentials but not a minimum requirement)?

· Will it be possible for blanket approval to be given to all technical colleges so they can begin offering the ECCE Basic TCC (includes ECE 1010, 1030, and 1050)?

· The new ECCE Basic TCC (see above) has been approved at the state level.
ISSUES in ECE to be considered in the semester conversion:

· Need for basic job skills
· Compensation – how will issues of compensation of EC teachers be addressed?
· Guidance/ Assessment

· Will Human Growth and Development be one course?

· Can music and art be combined for one course?

Plan/ Next Steps in Semester Conversion:
· By the beginning of fall quarter, all members of the executive committee will meet with their local consortia to garner feedback to proposal that is developed today, as well as other ideas about semester curriculum.  
· This feedback should be returned to Anita no later than October 1.  
· Anita will get this feedback summarized and to the Executive Committee group, and a working session will be held toward the end of October.  In this meeting the Executive Committee will pull together the semester curriculum, and assign courses to be written.  
· Courses will be submitted to the central office no later than December 15 for input into the curriculum database.  
· The curriculum will be available for wide review during the month of January, and final revisions will be made in February.
Other Items: 

GAYC is October 9 and 10.  TCSG will have a table in the exhibit hall.

CDA I – motion to change the ASSET score of 38 to one of 35 to match the diploma score.  Gary Larson made motion; Lisa Cox seconded; Bea Stitzer thirded.  Motion passed unanimously.

· ECCE ????: Creative Activities for Children – 2 lecture hours with 1 hour of 2/1 lab.

· ECCE ????: Early Childhood Practicum: One hour lecture, 2 hours of 3/1 lab.  3 credit hours, 75 clock hours

· ECCE ????: Early Childhood Internship – 12 credit hours – 450 clock hours, no lecture.

· ECE 2115: Literacy and Language

· ECE 2116: Math and Science – 2 hours lecture, 1 hour 2/1 lab

· ECE 2010: Exceptionalities – Special Quest/ inclusion training materials added to that.  Add field experience.

· ECE 2020: Social Issues and Families

· ECE ????: Guidance and Classroom Management

· Specialization Courses: will be one of several courses – discuss with local consortium groups.
