Comments, Questions, and Concerns Expressed 
(Answer/Response Provided Below Question/Concern)
General Education Meetings
November 30 and December 2, 2010


· ENGL 0098 – could a college add hours or add lab time to the course without having a new course approved? Logic – we allow colleges to “add to” or “improve” a course, so could they change the credit hours or minutes?
· You cannot add credit hours to a course—adding credit hours will make it a “new” course. However, you can “rearrange” the lecture/lab minutes, so you could have (as examples) 750 minutes for lecture and 3000 for lab for 3 credit hours or 1500 for lecture and 1500 for lab for 3 credit hours. You would need to be sure the outcomes reflect the appropriate minutes.
· ENGL 1101 and MATH 1101/1111 – mini core agreement—is it a requirement for students to be Compass tested after taking ENGL 0099; students must score high enough on the COMPASS before they can take ENGL 1101? Would the wording for prerequisites for ENGL 1101 and some other courses “ENGL 1101 Ready” be appropriate? Athens is not requiring that students be tested after ENGL 0099 and allowing students who pass ENGL 0099 to go on to ENGL 1101. The same questions and concerns were for MATH 1101/1111.
· Mini core requires that the student score high enough on the COMPASS for ENGL 1101 and MATH 1101/1111 regardless of the ENGL/0098MATH 0099 grade, so the prerequisite for ENGL 1101 is “Appropriate Degree Level Writing (English) and Appropriate Degree Level Reading Placement Scores. For MATH 1101/1111 the pre-requisite is “Appropriate Degree Level Math Placement Test Score AND Appropriate Degree Level Reading Placement Score.”
· Some courses have “NONE” for Pre and Co-requisites. Could these be changed to “Provisional Admission” instead of None. “None” seems to be used a lot in Business and Marketing courses, but this group thought “Provisional Admission” would be more appropriate.
· Some of the “None” Pre/Co-Requisites have been changed to Provisional. This information is being shared with other Curriculum Program Specialists, so other courses can be checked.
· PDF Format – some lines are cut off the bottom/top of pages when put in PDF format. Example EMPL 1000 under Professional English Skills a line is in the document but when converted to PDF it is not there.
· Data Center has been informed of this and is looking into it.
· Crosswalks – Check on Physics; PHYS 1111 has all of PHY 1111 and half of 1113; PHYS 1112 has all of PHY 1112 and half of 1113. Crosswalk should reflect this.
· This has been corrected on the crosswalk.
· MATH 1011 or 1012 – Can 1012 be used in lieu of 1011? Most are allowing 1012 in lieu of 1011 but Sandersville (Tiffany Daniel) were told it was not appropriate. This impacts the ACCT program specifically!
· This is a campus and program decision. Academic Affairs does not recommend this substitution because the courses are different, but your program area and campus staff may allow this substitution. Just be sure to have proper documentation when making the course substitution.
· What are the definitions for program admission, provisional admission, etc.? There was a lot of discussion and confusion on these. 
· The following are admission categories. Program admission refers to programs that have competitive admission though most thought of program admission as regular admission. Course prerequisites will be changed to reflect the appropriate terminology.
Admissions Categories
Minimum admissions requirements shall be established for each program.
Students shall be admitted to a Technical College in one of the following categories: Regular; Provisional; Learning Support; Special; or Transient.
Regular Status 
Students who meet all requirements for admission into a selected program and are eligible to take all courses in the program curriculum are granted regular admission status.
Provisional Status
Students who do not meet all requirements for regular admission into a selected program are granted provisional admission status.  Provisionally admitted students may take learning support classes, and certain specified occupational courses as long as class pre- and co- requisites are satisfied.
All certificate, diploma, and associate degree program students initially admitted on a provisional basis must have satisfactorily completed the necessary prerequisite and learning support course work in order to progress through the State Standard Curriculum.
Learning Support Status 
Applicants who score below the provisional cut scores in English, math and reading are granted learning support status or referred to Adult Education.  Students with Learning Support status may not take occupational courses until achieving Provisional status.  Students with this status are not eligible for federal financial aid (i.e. Pell, SEOG, or Federal Work Study).
Special Admit Status (Non-credential seeking)
Applicants who wish to take credit coursework, but are not seeking a certificate, diploma, or associate degree are granted Special Admit status.  The following specifics define the parameters of this status:
· may apply up to a maximum of 25 credit hours into a specific program for credential seeking purposes after achieving regular admit status.  The number of hours taken as a special admit student in no way waives the requirements of the regular admission process. 
· May enroll in classes only on a space-available basis. 
· Should adhere to the specific institutional prerequisite requirements when selecting courses. 
· Will not be eligible for any financial aid. 

· Since there will be no “general education” courses for diploma programs (they will be referred to as “Basic Skills Courses,” do colleges still need to do outcome assessments for these courses. For example, if ENGL 1010 is not considered general education, do colleges still need to do outcome assessment, student learning outcome assessments, etc.,  on these courses now that they are not classified as general education (for COE and COC). 
· General Education courses, for accreditation purposes, must be assessed within the context of the institution's general education programs. Courses not considered general education should be assessed within the context of their educational / occupational program.
· Which courses are not considered General Education?
