	Conclusions
	Christine reviewed guidelines and criteria from the JRC-DMS National Education Curriculum for Sonography with all group members.  Leif Penrose  made a motioned that all TCSG sonography programs implement the JRC-DMS standards.   All members agreed with the motion.  Using the new standards the following changes were discussed and asked to be implemented:

1.) Leif noted that Chemistry is not in the JRC standards, however  a course in statistics is.  He asked that

 Echo/Vascular drop Chem111 and replace with MAT 1127 Into to statistics.  The Echo and vascular instructors agreed with this change.

DMS instructors also recommended that MAT 1127 Intro to statistics be added to their curriculum standards as well.

2.)  All program groups asked that the physics, DMS 210 and 202 be combined and re-written.  Christina Schara  volunteered to complete this task.

3.) Echo and vascular instructors noted  that DMS 210 Registry review, would be beneficial to their students success in passing the Physics portion of the ARDMS.  Christine also agreed to revise this course.

4.)  Members noted that ergonomics (WRMSD) and Medical Ethics/Law were requirments in the JRC-DMS standards.   They agreed  that these components be specifically addressed in CVT 110, ECH 110, VAS 110 and DMS 131 as the courses are revised within their program grouping.
5.)  Dawn and Jane asked that CVT 103 and 104 be considered as a combined course when the standards are rewritten under the Q2S guidelines.
