	Discussion
	Frances Roberson outlined the purpose and method of a Probe for our Management Program.   The discussion centered around the fact that we did not want to re-invent the wheel by initiating a Probe before the next regularly scheduled one.  We are attempting to “fine-tune” what is already there in the current climate that is open to change and improvement.

	Conclusions
	The main concern of the probe was to change the name from Management & Supervisory Development to Business Management.  Several other related issues were also brought up during the discussions.

	There was an enthusiastic discussion about the name change for the Management & Supervisory Development Program.  Colbert Lovett asked what other schools had called their program.  It was noted that a few schools had already referred to the program as the Business Management Program.  Everyone in attendance agreed that oficially changing the name to Business Management would be more descriptive and helpful in recruiting new students.  It was noted that the Presidents would also have to sign off on the changes put forth by the probe.

	Larry Guichard made a motion that we change our name to Business Management and was seconded by Bill Walden.  Motion carried unanamously.  Perry Barton made a motion that we change the course prefix letters from MSD to MGT.  Paulette Leon seconded the motion and it was carried unanamously.

	Discussion
	Frances indicated that since we were doing the probe that we could clean up our numbering system since we were changing from MSD to MGT.  Perry Barton made a motion to add History as an alternative to Humanities 191.  Larry Guichard seconded the motion which was carried unanamously.

Discussion turned to the changing of the course numbers.  One question of the group was whether or not we could change the second year course numbers to 200 level numbers, since they might be more easily accepted by other schools for transfer credit.

	After group discussion, there was a motion  by Perry Barton, seconded by Paulette Leon to change the following courses to 200 level number and agreed upon unanamously:  MSD104->MGT2XX, MSD105->MGT2XX, MSD106-> MGT2XX, MSD107->MGT2XX, MSD109->MGT2XX, MSD115->MGT2XX, MSD116->MGT2XX, MSD117->MGT2XX, MSD157->MGT2XX.

	The next item discussed was the deletion of old course numbers and the order in which some courses are taken.  After some group discussion Perry Barton made a motion that we delete several old course numbers and revise the order in which courses are taken.  His motion was seconded by Paulette Leon and was carried unanamously.  

	Conclusions
	The courses are as follows:  Delete MSD108, MSD110, MSD150, MSD152, MSD154, MSD156, MSD160 and MSD169.  These courses were replaced by courses with different numbers.  Also part of the motion was to move MSD103 and MSD109 to the second quarter and MSD104 and MSD113 to the third quarter. After discussion by the group, Perry made a motion to make MSD220 an elective.  Motion was seconded by Paulette Leon and the motion was carried unanamously.
