I. WELCOME AND CALL TO ORDER





Dean Alford, Chair

II. CHAIRMAN'S COMMENTS






Dean Alford, Chair
Chairman Alford encouraged the Members to attend the TCDA-TCFA meeting in Macon on 
October 21-22.  A schedule of the meeting was shared with the Members.  He also announced

that the November 4th meeting will be held in conjunction with the 2010 Adult Education Fall

Conference at the Hyatt Regency in Atlanta.  Chairman Alford then asked Commissioner 

Jackson for his comments.

III.  COMMISSIONER'S COMMENTS





Ronald W. Jackson
Commissioner Jackson congratulated two employees, Lisandra DeJesứs, dean of admissions, 

Albany Technical College, and Holly Greene, associate provost, Wiregrass Technical College’s 
Cook County Workforce Development Center, named in Georgia Trend Magazine’s Best and 

Brightest 2010 Forty under Forty.  
He then presented Jackie Rohosky, assistant commissioner, Economic Development, with her 

20-year Faithful Service Award.

Commissioner Jackson announced the departure of Dr. Teresa Resch.  She assumed the associate 

provost position at West Georgia Technical College’s Carrollton Campus.  In the interim, Dr. Benita

Moore and Mr. Larry Roberson will assume her duties during the search process for the next 

executive director of Tech Ed.  

He also stated that the search for the assistant commissioner for Adult Education is underway and 

that an announcement will possibly be made at the November 4th State Board meeting.  Also,

a recommendation on the presidency position at Southwest Georgia Technical College will 

be made later during the meeting in a closed session.  

The TCSG budget presentation before Governor Perdue is scheduled October 12 at the Office of 
Planning and Budget in advance to his preparing a budget for the transition team for the incoming 
Governor.  Additionally, Mr. Andy Parsons and Mr. Andrew Dollar have prepared a transition 
document about the TCSG for the next Governor for our agency.  The document was made available 
to the Members upon request.  

Commissioner Jackson announced that Teresa MacCartney, deputy director, Office of Planning and 

Budget, was named the new Race to the Top implementation director for the state.  TCSG will work

closely with the Department of Education and MacCartney to develop the Longitudinal Data System.

On Monday, September 27, a delegation of approximately 25 representatives from the Department

of Education, Board of Regents, Bright from the Start and TCSG visited with individuals in Nashville, 

Tennessee to participate in a cross-state sharing of ideas on education reform.  Board Member

Dr. Lynn Cornett participated as a member of the TCSG team.  It was a productive meeting.  

Tennessee has legislation in place to assist with articulation and transfer of credit for completing 

college.  The State of Tennessee was a winner during the first round of federal Race to the Top

funds.

· EXTERNAL AFFAIRS AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

Paul Holmes
Mr. Paul Holmes gave the committee report.   His committee was updated on the 

communications efforts for the Quarter to Semester Conversion advertising plans.  

To date, public service announcements, commercials, and more have been produced to
promote the conversion.  An advertisement for dual credit was shared with the committee.
The TCSG’s Communications Office is also working with the Georgia Department of
to create a marketing plan aimed at retooling males to reenter the workforce.  The 
Department of Labor contributed funding to develop the plan.  

Mr. Holmes then gave the economic development report from the committee meeting.

Last month there were 14 prospects for 2,165 potential new jobs and there were eight

announcements for 951 new jobs.  There is a lot of international interest in moving 

companies to Georgia, including from Japan and Australia.  On October 3, the Atlanta Journal 

Constitution featured an article about Kings Hawaiian and other food processing companies 
locating in Georgia.  The article credited Quick Start as major influence for the companies 
moving to the state.  

Mr. Holmes reported that Kia now has its second shift operational.  He reminded everyone
that the Kia employees were trained by Quick Start.  

Mr. Holmes stated that Mr. Chris Clark, former commissioner of the Georgia Department of

Natural Resources, is the new president of the Georgia Chamber of Commerce.  Mr. Clark

has a strong background in economic development.  He stated that Mr. Clark will be a tremendous

asset in his new position and that he is a strong proponent of the TCSG.  

During his legislative report, Mr. Holmes stated that the House Education Committee met at

the Kia Manufacturing Training Center.  The meeting included a tour of the plant.

Mr. Michael Sullivan gave the committee report.  He presented the following information
for Board approval.

· MOTION TO LAY POLICY ON THE TABLE
II.C.12 Real Property Acquisitions and Leases - Upon recommendation by the 

committee, the State Board approved a motion that the proposed revisions to  

policy II.C.12 Real Property Acquisitions and Leases be placed on the Board
table for consideration for approval at the next regularly scheduled meeting of

the Board.  

II. C. 12. Real Property Acquisitions and Leases
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All real property acquisitions, whether purchased or donated, must be approved 
by the State Board and the State Properties Commission. 

Prior to approval by the State Board, the president of a Technical College shall 
consult with the Commissioner as to the need of the property for the College. If 
acquisition is approved by the Commissioner, the Director of Facilities Management 
at Central Office shall request approval of the acquisition by the State Board. 

At the time the property acquisition is presented to the State Board for Approval, 
the following documents shall be in the Office of Facilities Management:

1) two written appraisals of the property prepared by appraisers who are members 
of the Appraisal Institute (MAI);

2) a plat of survey of the property prepared by a Georgia Registered Land 
Surveyor; and

3) a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment of the property. 
After approval of the acquisition by the State Board, the Office of Facilities 
Management shall forward to the State Properties Commission a request for 
approval of the acquisition.

A request for the rental or lease of off-campus space shall be submitted to the 
Director of Facilities Management at Central Office for approval. After approval, 
the Director of Facilities Management shall notify the State Board of the proposed 
rental or lease and submit a request to the State Properties Commission to 
formalize a rental agreement with the Owner/Landlord of the space to be rented 
as required by law. The State Board must approve leases of (1) spaces exceeding 
5,000 sq. feet of interior space or (2) a space of any size when either a College’s 
foundation or any governmental entity will be the landlord. where the annual rental 
exceeds 75,000.

Mr. Kelly Henson,

executive secretary, Georgia Professional Standards Commission, has agreed to facilitate the

process.  Eventually, the chairs of the education agencies plan to meet with the incoming 

Governor before and after he takes office with a positive plan to improve seamless education

in the state.  The documents will be presented to the new Governor as a part of the process.

Commissioner Jackson stated that Mr. E. J. Harris will continue to serve as interim president

until Dr. Wentworth assumes the position as permanent president.


Commissioner Jackson congratulated Beverly Smith’s team and the Development Office 


for receiving a US DOE grant in the amount of $2.4 million for six of our predominately


black institutions to encourage the attendance.  This was the largest amount received by any


state in the nation under this round of federal grants.  


Before adjourning, Chairman Alford discussed the strategic brainstorming process that will


follow the Board meeting.  He thanked the Members for their attendance and for taking part


in the strategic brainstorming process.  Chairman Alford expressed his appreciation to the


presidents, the TCSG staff and everyone who has participated in the process.  He expressed


his pride in all of the participants' enthusiasm that exceeded his expectation, which concluded


his comments.
