Mrs. Ann Purcell gave the committee report.  
· Approval of Construction Contracts    

A. Athens Technical College – Upon recommendation by the Committee, the State Board authorized the Commissioner to enter into a contract with West Roofing Systems of Georgia, Tunnel Hill, Georgia, for construction of roof renovations at Athens Technical College in the amount of $94,830.00. Funding for this project is from local funds in the nature of MRR Funds. 

B. Griffin Technical College – Upon recommendation by the Committee, the State Board authorized the Commissioner to enter into a contract with John F. Pennebaker Company, Inc., Buford, Georgia, for HVAC replacement at Griffin Technical College in the amount of $562,200.00.  Funding for this project is from local funds at Griffin Technical College in the nature of MRR Funds.

C. North Georgia Technical College – Upon recommendation by the Committee, the State Board
authorized the Commissioner to enter into a contract with Phillips Brothers Contracting, Inc., Hartwell, Georgia, for the removal and installation of windows at the gym at North Georgia Technical College in the amount of $84,447.79. Funding for this project is from local funds at North Georgia Technical College in the nature of tuition.

D. Middle Georgia Technical College – Upon recommendation by the Committee, the State Board authorized the Commissioner to enter into a contract with Peach State Roofing of Lawrenceville, Georgia for roof repairs at Middle Georgia Technical College, in the amount of $82,500.00.  Funding for this project is from local funds at Middle Georgia Technical College in the nature of Business and Industry funds and tuition. 
E. West Central Technical College – Upon the recommendation by the Committee, the State Board authorized the Commissioner to enter into a contract with Prime Contactors, Inc., Douglasville, Georgia, for the renovation of the Electronics Lab at the Murphy Campus of West Central Technical College in the amount of $110,000.00.  Funding for this project is from local funds at West Central Technical College in the nature of MRR Funds.

F. West Georgia Technical College – Upon the recommendation by the Committee, the State Board authorized the Commissioner to enter into a contract with Samples Construction, LLC., Kennesaw, Georgia, for parking lot additions and miscellaneous improvements at the KIA Training Center, West Point, Georgia in the amount of $217,500.00. Funding for this project is from Project No. DTAE-218, KIA Training Center, West Point, Georgia.  The initial agreement with KIA was that the state was to provide 1,000 parking spaces at the facility.  Currently, there are approximately 500 hundred existing parking spaces available to KIA.  KIA has expressed their desire to protect the trees on the premises, and is satisfied with the state providing 175 more parking spaces to fulfill the state's commitment.  
Mrs. Purcell welcomed Rob Alden as director of the Facilities Management Office. She also expressed the Committee's pleasure with the announcement of Laura Gammage's supervision of the Facilities Management Office.  
Mrs. Purcell requested a joint meeting of the Facilities and Real Estate Committee with the members of the Governance, Compliance and Audit Committee to discuss working jointly on a new policy governing foundations leasing properties to the colleges to ensure the maintenance of same are arms-length relationships.    

Mrs. Purcell discussed Senate Bill 130 that passed the legislature in 2008.  Section 4 of the bill is known as the Energy Efficiency and Sustainable Construction Act and is codified in O.C.G.A. §50-8-18.  The Act directs the Department of Community Affairs and in consultation with the Georgia State Finance and Investment Commission (GSFIC) to adopt policies and procedures as recommended standards for all buildings owned or managed by the state to be more energy and water efficient, and encourage the use of Georgia-based building materials.  A taskforce was authorized to develop policies, procedures and guidelines to provide more stringent energy efficiency requirements for future facilities constructed by the state.  Thom Mann has represented the System and the Committee on the taskforce.  Rob Alden will attend the final meeting of the taskforce on May 13. · Old Business
Beverly Smith continues to work diligently with the foundations at each of the colleges to determine how many have conducted audits.  She has determined that four colleges have never had their foundation audited.  Beverly is working to get audits in place in order to be in compliance with the Internal Revenue requirements.  
Mr. Raybon also reported that all of our foundations at all of our colleges have $56M in assets.  During the 2007-2008 year, our foundations experienced a $19M growth.  
In regard to Mrs. Purcell's request that the Facilities and Real Estate and Governance, Compliance and Audit Committees meet, Mr. Raybon asked that Kristi Carman, Laura Gammage, Rob Alden and staff develop a policy governing college foundations leasing properties to the colleges.  Such projects require the technical college system to lease from the foundations the completed projects over multi-year period.   The staff can bring the policy to be considered jointly by the two Committees at a future meeting.  The policy must also be approved by the presidents at a regularly scheduled Presidents' Council meeting before it can be brought before the Board for consideration to lie on the table.  
OPERATIONS AND TECHNOLOGY

Mr. Don Chapman gave the Committee report.  Dr. Josephine Reed-Taylor, Assistant Commissioner, 

Office of Adult Education also met with the Committee to discuss her request for approval of the

renewal of the Adult Education contract with the University of Georgia.  

A.  Adult Education Contract with the University of Georgia

Upon recommendation by the Committee, the State Board authorized the Commissioner to extend the 

contract with the University of Georgia to assist the Office of Adult Education in the program improvement process and in ongoing professional development to be provided for OAE on-site and field staff, at a cost 

not to exceed $300,000.00, with the provision that the internal audit review be completed, presented and reviewed at the August board meeting.  Funds are available for this expenditure from Georgia’s federal allocation. 

The Committee asked that an internal audit be conducted to ensure that we are maximizing the funds 

available for the program.  Secondly, to make sure that the funds and the programs they support do not 

represent activities that could be performed by our colleges.  Mr. Chapman stated that the request for an
internal audit does not infer a lack of confidence in the Adult Education Office, but simply to say there
may be some opportunities to find other benefits.  

B.  System Office IT Expenditure Items (4) 
The following purchase requests for the System Office were approved as one motion.  The Committee 
asked Bill Gray, Chief Information Officer, Technical College System of Georgia, to present the IT budget for the System Office at the next regularly scheduled board meeting.  
1. Upon recommendation by the Committee, the State Board authorized the Commissioner to pay
Dell for the annual software licensing and maintenance fees of the Proofpoint security services for FY2010 at a cost not to exceed $163,000.00. State funds are available for this expenditure.  
2. Upon recommendation by the Committee, the State Board authorized the Commissioner to pay 
Dell for the annual Purewire software licensing fees for FY2010 at a cost not to exceed $271,000.00. 
State funds are available for this expenditure.
3. Upon recommendation by the Committee, the State Board authorized the Commissioner to pay SunGard Higher Education for FY2010 Banner software licensing fees at a cost not to exceed $427,000.00.  State funds are available for this expenditure.  

4. Upon recommendation by the Committee, the State Board authorized the Commissioner to pay SunGard Higher Education for professional consulting services at a cost not to exceed $440,000.00. 
State and local funds are available for this expenditure.

C. Technical College Expenditure Items (5)

Upon recommendation by the Committee, the State Board authorized the Commissioner to purchase the designated items for the five technical colleges listed below at a cost not to exceed the amount stated by the college.
5. Griffin Technical College, 122 computers, 2 servers, and one printer w/on-site maintenance contract

      from Dell; cost $192,650.00.  Federal (Perkins) and local funds are available for this expenditure. 

6. Griffin Technical College, 47 computers, 2 servers and one monitor w/ protection plan from Apple; cost $87,883.00. Federal (Perkins) and local funds are available for this expenditure.

7.  
Lanier Technical College, 88 computers from Dell for three campuses; cost not to exceed $114,000.00.   Local funds are available for this expenditure.

8. Savannah Technical College, 12 Avionics Electronics Student Workstations and one Instructor Demo Station from Technical Laboratory Assoc, Inc. for Aviation program; cost $197,075.00.  Federal (Perkins) funds are available for this expenditure.
9. West Central Technical College, Science lab furnishings, instructional equipment and supplies from VWR for new College & Career Institute at Douglas campus; cost $106,680.00.  Bond funds are available for this expenditure.
