· Budget Update  

The Commissioner reviewed TCSG's proposed FY2010 Budget recommendation by comparing 

the Governor's original recommendation, the Governor's revised recommendation, the House and
Senate version and TCSG's Capital Outlay request.  The Conference Committee was meeting today
to reconcile the differences between the House and Senate version of the budget.  
The Governor's original recommendation of $343M included a $27.9M reduction for
TCSG.  With a further reduction in state revenue, the Governor revised his original 
recommended budget with a $48M reduction in state funds for the agency.  Additionally, 
$15.4M state funds were taken out and backfilled with $15.4M of federal stabilization funds. 
The House took a $2.2 M reduction in Personal Services along with $246,000 reduction for 
HB700 that mandates that all of our capital outlay projects be managed by the Georgia State Finance
and Investment Commission (GSFIC).  Unlike the Board of Regents, our projects are already managed
by GSFIC.  The House took the reduction anyway.
The Senate version restored $15.4M in state funds.  They moved the $2.2M reduction in 
Personal Services to the line item for reduced funding for administrative mergers in the 
amount of $3.5M and added $2.2M as merger savings.  Additionally, they restored the 
$246,000 for HB700.  Essentially, the Senate version is a very positive proposal for TCSG.

The Senate also replaced the $15.4M stimulus funds with state funds. Maintaining the state funds 
is a positive move given the fact that stimulus dollars are a temporary two-year fix that will generate
a huge gap when the funds are expended.  
The Commissioner then reviewed the FY2010 Capital Outlay request in the same manner.  He 
compared the Governor's recommendations with the House and the Senate versions.  The Senate 
version included everything in TCSG's original request plus added three more projects that were 
added on our priority list that was given to the General Assembly, which were Northwestern Tech – Catoosa Campus; North GA Tech – Renovation of Classroom; and Ogeechee Tech – Health Sciences Building. If the Senate's version stays in tact, this will be the largest capital outlay project request 
in the history of the system in the amount of $173M.  
The final budget issue the Commissioner discussed was funding for the Career Academies. The
$15M for the career academies may be a negotiable point.  It is possible that we may receive less
than what was originally requested.  The last day of the session is Friday, April 3.  The Commissioner stated that we will work very hard with the House and Senate to gain as much advantage on the final 
budget as possible.  
· State Board Name Change Bill
The bill to change the State Board name to the State Board of the Technical College System of 
Georgia never made it out of the Senate Rules Committee.  With our approval, Rep. Hembree 
added TCSG's board name change bill to SB231 as a vehicle to get the bill passed.  This was 
done yesterday in Committee.  Since that time, SB231 was further amended to include HB294, 

the bill that requires TCSG to obtain legislative approval to administratively merge any other colleges.  
The Governor and Lieutenant Governor's Office were alerted of this action. From our standpoint, the addition of HB294 to SB231 renders SB231 unsupportable.  Pending the outcome, we will probably
have to request the name change again next year.

Effective Date:  April 2, 2009
Revises Previous Effective Date:  September 4, 2008 
I. POLICY:
Technical college students will be charged tuition and related fees unless otherwise exempted by State Board Policy. Tuition for courses in curriculums leading to a diploma or associate degree shall be charged on a uniform basis among all technical colleges. 
II. APPLICABILITY:

IV. DEFINITIONS:
Domicile:  a person’s present, permanent home where that individual returns following periods of temporary absence.  Domicile, once established, shall not be affected by mere transient or temporary physical presence in another state.  No individual may have more than one Domicile even though an individual may maintain more than one residence.  Temporary residence does not constitute the establishment of one’s Domicile.  To acquire Domicile, an individual must demonstrate an intent to remain permanently or indefinitely.
Eligible Non-Citizen:  a person who, in accordance with the Federal Title IV definition, is a United States permanent resident with a Permanent Resident Card (I-551); or a conditional permanent resident (I-551C); or the holder of an Arrival-Departure Record (I-94) from the Department of Homeland Security showing any one of the following designations:  Refugee, Asylum Granted, Parolee (I-94 confirms paroled for a minimum of one year and status has not expired); “Victim of human trafficking,” T-Visa holder (T-1, T-2, T-3, etc.), or Cuban-Haitian Entrant.  Persons with an F1 or F2 student visa, a J1 or J2 exchange visitor visa, or a G series visa do not meet the definition of an Eligible Non-Citizen.

Full Time Student:  A student who takes twelve or more credit hours in any given quarter is considered a Full Time Student.

Georgia Student:  A student who is a resident of the United States and otherwise qualifies as Georgia Resident shall pay tuition and fees prescribed by the State Board for in-state students. 

Georgia Resident:  an individual or the status of such individual who is a United States Citizen or Eligible Noncitizen and is domiciled in the State of Georgia and meets the in-state tuition requirements of the Technical College System of Georgia. 

Mandatory fees:  Fees which are paid by all students as required by the Technical College System of Georgia. Mandatory fees shall include, but are not limited to, the instructional support and technology fee, application fee, registration fee, student activity fee and the student accident insurance fee.

Non-Citizen Student:  a person who is not a United States born or naturalized citizen of the United States.

Out of State Student:  Students who are residents of the United States but do not otherwise qualify as Georgia Residents.  A person who has not established Domicile in the State of Georgia for a period of at least 12 months prior to the first day of classes for the term for which the person is intending to enroll.

VI. PROCEDURE:
A.  General Considerations: 
1. Payment of tuition and fees may be deferred until the end of the quarter on a case by case basis if the technical college has confirmation of the student's eligibility for financial aid from a government entity, business/industry, work-study, foundation, or other source of financial assistance.  Students who have not made payment for all assessed fees should be encouraged to sign authorizations allowing these fees to be taken out of state and/or federal student aid or obtain a third party agreement.  After all payment options have been exhausted, students with unpaid fees by the payment deadline must be purged from enrollment records for the quarter.  The payment deadline is before the first instructional day of the quarter. 
2. The State Board shall annually review and establish tuition, and other mandatory HOPE eligible fees charged by all technical colleges. Local boards should approve and recommend annually to the Commissioner non-HOPE eligible fees. 
3. All State and local board approved tuition and fees shall be charged unless exempted by TCSG policies or procedures. 
4. Student fees shall be considered a source of revenue when developing annual budgets. Any revenues exceeding budgeted estimates shall be amended into the annual operating budget during the course of the fiscal year. 
5. The technical colleges shall publish all student fee charges and refund policies in appropriate catalogs and elsewhere as appropriate. 
6. Tuition will be assessed up to and including 15 credit hours each quarter. Technical colleges will not charge tuition for hours taken over 15 credit hours. 

B. Georgia Students: 
1.  Students who are classified as Georgia Students under TCSG’s residence policies and procedures will be charged the rate of tuition set for in-state students by TCSG.

C.  Out of State Students:

1.   Students who are classified as Out of State students under TCSG’s residence policies and procedures will be charged a rate of tuition twice that charged for students who are classified as Georgia Students. 
2.   The Commissioner or President may approve exceptions to this policy, provided:
a. A written statement of reason is on file or there is evidence of a written reciprocity agreement with appropriate institutions in another state.
b. The Commissioner may approve agency wide exceptions to this policy under certain circumstances. (i.e. National Emergencies, etc.)
3.  Under no circumstances shall Out of State students be charged tuition or fees lower than the fees charged Georgia Students.
4.   Out of State Students shall be enrolled in the college on a space available basis and shall not displace any Georgia Student desiring to enroll in the college. 

D.  Non-Citizen Students

1.   Non-Citizen Students initially shall not be classified as Georgia Students for tuition purposes unless there is evidence to warrant consideration of that classification.  They are to be charged a rate of tuition four times that charged for students who are classified as Georgia Students.
2.   Lawful permanent residents, refugees, asylees, or other Eligible Non-Citizens may be extended the same consideration as citizens of the United States in determining whether they qualify as Georgia Students.  
3.   Students who reside in the United States under nonimmigrant status conditioned at least in part upon intent not to abandon a foreign domicile are NOT eligible to qualify as Georgia Students for tuition purposes.
4.   All fees, other than tuition, shall be the same as for a Georgia Student.
5.   Non-Citizen Students shall be enrolled in the college on a space available basis and shall not displace any Georgia Student desiring to enroll in the college.

E. Waiver of Student Tuition and Fees

1.   The Commissioner may develop procedures authorizing the waiver of student tuition or fees upon good cause. 
2.   Georgia Students over sixty-two (62) years of age who are otherwise qualified may attend technical colleges, for credit courses only, without payment of tuition on a space available basis.
3.   Adult literacy students attending adult basic education programs shall not be charged tuition, or any other fee, nor be required to purchase any books or other materials that are needed for participation in the program.
4.   Students who are enrolled solely in courses offered online and who otherwise do not utilize campus facilities shall not be charged the student activity fee.
5.  Tuition may be waived for Eligible Non-Citizen Students and Out of State Students, normally on a quarter-by-quarter basis, for a student by the technical college President. The number of waivers shall not exceed two percent of the head count of the student enrollment at the technical college in the immediately preceding Fall Quarter. Any student receiving a tuition waiver may pay the in-state tuition rate, but is not eligible for the HOPE program.  Non-Citizen Students may qualify for a waiver of tuition and fees such that they pay the same tuition rate as an Out of State Student.

F.  Refunds of Tuition and Fees 

1.   Students withdrawing from a course by the end of the third instructional day of the quarter and no shows shall receive a 100% refund of applicable tuition (hours below the 15 12-hour tuition cap) and applicable refundable fees, excluding the application fee.   Exceptions may be allowed for customized courses that do not follow the college’s standard academic calendar.
2.   Students who withdraw from a course after the third instructional day of the quarter shall receive no refund. 
3.   For those students receiving federal financial aid, the technical colleges shall make available Consumer Information that may be found at www.ifap.ed.gov under the appropriate aid year’s Handbook.  Although there will be no refund of tuition and fees after the third instructional day, withdrawing students receiving Federal Pell Grant will have awards adjusted in compliance with the Return to Title IV process (R2T4) outlined in the Federal Student Aid Handbook.

G.  Refunds of books and supplies

1.   No refunds shall be made for used supplies and equipment such as cosmetology kits, diskettes, tools, and uniforms.
2.   Refunds shall be made for books that are returned in new condition and accompanied by a receipt in accordance with the college’s book refund policy. The book refund policy shall be prominently posted in the technical college bookstore.
3.   Technical colleges that have contracted out their bookstore operations shall ensure that the contractor adheres to the college’s book refund.

I. POLICY:
The naming of buildings, facilities, grounds, and organizational units of technical colleges for individuals, businesses, or groups who have made significant contributions to society is an honored tradition of higher education. The prerogative and privilege of such namings on the campuses of the Department of Technical and Adult Education Technical College System of Georgia are vested in the State Board.
II. APPLICABILITY:
This policy applies to all buildings of the colleges governed by the State Board. It also applies to other facilities, grounds, and organizational units that the college wishes to dedicate in the name of an individuals, businesses, or groups. Buildings named for their general purpose or function are not subject to this policy.  
III. DEFINITIONS:

V. PROCEDURE:

A.  General Considerations

1.  Generally technical colleges and off-campus facilities bear the name of a political subdivision, a region, or a geographical feature of Georgia.  

2.  An off-campus facility shall include the name of the host technical college in its official name.

3.  Official signage identifying technical colleges and off-campus facilities shall include “A Unit of the Technical College System of Georgia.”  This section only applies to signs bought or substantially modified after May 3, 2007. the effective date of this policy.

4.  An individual room within a building on a technical college campus or off-campus facility may be named by the Local Board of Directors of the technical college as long as such name is in accordance with state law.

B.  Criteria

1.  In general, individuals, businesses, and groups for whom buildings are named must have made a significant contribution to the field of education, government, science, or human betterment.  The Local Board of Directors shall set a schedule allowing for buildings to be named for individuals, businesses, or groups after they make a certain level of monetary or in kind donations (including years of service to the college or technical college system) to the college.

2.  To preserve the integrity of all buildings named in the Department, this honor must be reserved for individuals of recognized accomplishment and character; no building may bear the name of an individual convicted of a felony. 

3.  With respect to the naming of buildings on a particular campus, special consideration shall be given to: 
a. The historical significance of the contribution of the individual or group to the college; 
b. The association of the individual, business, or group with the building to be named; 
c. Any financial contribution of the individual, business, or group to the college; and 
d. State, regional, national, or international recognition of the individual's, business’s or group's contributions and achievements. 

4.  A given surname may be assigned to only one building on a specific campus. 

B.  Process

1.  The college president shall charge a committee to consider and make recommendations for the naming of a building. 

2.  The committee shall consider all suggested namings that satisfy the criteria cited above. Any individual or group associated with the college may suggest a name for consideration by the committee. 

3.  The committee shall submit a report to the president, which includes a recommendation for the naming, documentation of all suggestions considered, and justification of its recommendation.  

4.  The president shall seek approval from the Local Board for the recommendation. 

5.  The president shall submit his or her recommendation, along with the committee's report and any additional supporting information deemed appropriate, to the State Board through the Commissioner. 

6.  Where the Local Board of Directors wishes to name a building for a president who has set a retirement date, they may initiate the building naming process and the process may proceed with the Local Board acting in the place of the sitting president.  No building may be named after a current employee of the technical college or the Technical College system of Georgia.  A building may be named after a former employee one year after the employee has left employment with the Technical College System of Georgia unless there are special circumstances making an earlier naming appropriate.  Such special circumstances will be subject to the approval of the State Board.
7.  No publicity shall be given to the recommendation for naming until it is approved by the State Board. 

C.  Process of Removing Name from Building

1.  The technical college president, the Commissioner of the Technical College System of Georgia, any State or Local Board Member may raise the subject of the continued appropriateness of the name of any technical college building, facility, ground or unit of the Technical College System of Georgia to the Local Board of Directors to consider renaming.

2.  After the Local Board of Directors receives such request, they shall vote on whether or not the building, facility, ground or unit should be renamed.

3.  The president shall submit the Local Board’s vote and recommendation, along with any minutes of discussion, to the State Board through the Commissioner.

4. No publicity shall be given to the recommendation for renaming until it is approved by the State Board.

Mr. Smith reported that the Commissioner gave an update on the status of the budget request 
during the Committee of the Whole.  Mr. Smith discussed the progress of the administrative 
mergers.  He commented briefly on Dr. Skip Sullivan's video highlighting the progress of the
West Central/West Georgia Technical College merger and its many benefits to the students 
and the local communities surrounding the two colleges.  

The Commissioner added that SACS/COC conducted its exit interview at Chattahoochee Technical 
College on their substantive change request. The Commissioner asked Ron Newcomb, Acting
President at North Metro Technical College to address the Board on the results of the SACS/COC

exit interview.  Mr. Newcomb and David Simmons were representing Dr. Sanford Chandler, 
President of Chattahoochee Technical College.  Dr. Chandler had a speaking engagement with the
Cobb Leadership Consortium and could not attend the Board meeting.  Mr. Newcomb said that 
SACS/COC visited several of their campuses, conducted a thorough review, and gave the substantive 
change request an unofficial approval.  They were very impressed with the way the three colleges 
are working together as one entity.  The official vote approval for SACS/COC accreditation is
expected in June.  
Mr. Smith spoke about TCSG's aggressive approach to attaining stimulus funding.  If most of the 
$15.4M funding earmarked for education funding doesn't come through, our main access for stimulus 
funding will be through the Workforce Investment Act through various grants.  We are working with 
Debra Lyons and the Governor's Office of Workforce Investment and with Commissioner Michael Thurmond
at the Department of Labor.  Commissioner Thurmond plans to work closely with the Local Workforce 
Investment Boards.  TCSG will hire a grant writer(s) with funds that have been cobbled together.  We will
continue to look for all types of grants that will help offset the budget reductions we have encountered.  We
will be looking for one-time kinds of funds to help with purchases such as human patient simulators for 
healthcare and nursing programs.  We are looking for appropriate stimulus funding that will not place us in
long-term difficult positions.  
At 1:45 pm, a motion was heard to move the meeting into an Executive Session to discuss a
personnel issue.  The motion passed.  (See Attachment A)
At 1:55 pm, the meeting reconvened.  Upon a motion made by Mr. Ben Copeland, the State Board approved
the appointment of Dr. Ray Perren as President of Valdosta Technical College effective June 1, 2009, and as President of the administratively merged East Central and Valdosta Technical Colleges effective July 1, 2009.  Commissioner Jackson announced that Dr. Kathryn Hornsby has agreed to serve as interim assistant 
commissioner for the Office of Technical Education until a permanent replacement is announced.
