Dean Alford, Chair
Chairman Alford thanked Dr. Belle Wheelan, President, Commission on Colleges of the Southern

Association of Colleges and Schools, Commissioner Jackson, and Mr. Andrew Dollar for their 
presentations during the Committee of the Whole.  He also expressed his appreciation to the board 
for taking on tough, strategic issues such as the Quarter to Semester project (Q2S), dual credit, 
dual enrollment and strengthening articulation agreements.  He stated these are very important issues
to the citizens of Georgia. These issues matter in the lives of people. Chairman Alford mentioned that

he recently spoke to a group of educators and community leaders in Henry County. He reminded the board

that there is much work to be done and of the huge number of uneducated individuals we have in Georgia.  

III.  COMMISSIONER'S COMMENTS





Ronald W. Jackson
Commissioner Jackson began his comments with an update of personnel issues at the System Office.
· Assistant Commissioner for the Office of Technical Education

Dr. Kathryn Hornsby has done an excellent job as interim assistant commissioner while the search

is being conducted for a permanent replacement for Dr. Ray Perren.  There are four applicants to 

be interviewed.  A decision is expected in the very near future.  

· Executive Director, Georgia Virtual Technology College 

Commissioner Jackson introduced Mr. Robert Keown, the new executive director for the 

Georgia Virtual Technology College (GVTC).  GVTC is growing exponentially.  During the 
summer quarter, we had 10,324 full-time equivalent students taking courses.  There were 23,000 
students taking online courses.  We expect to eclipse that number during the fall quarter.  
Chattahoochee Technical College has 3,000 students taking on-line courses for the fall quarter.  
Offering online courses is a great option for students.  

· Seven-Day Enrollment Preliminary Data


Preliminary data shows we are up 22.7% as a system.  As examples, Altamaha Tech is up 

approximately 68.5%; Valdosta Tech is up almost 49%; and Atlanta Tech is up approximately

41%.  Part of this unprecedented growth is attributed to the decline in the economy. 

However, according to a report recently released by the Office of Student Achievement, a number 

of TCSG colleges are students' first choice to attend after graduation from high school. 

The Commissioner also attributed the increase in enrollment to TCSG branding efforts and to the work  
of the presidents and staff.  Final enrollment data will be higher than the Seven-Day report due to the 
number of students participating in dual credit courses.  That data is captured later during the quarter.

Commissioner Jackson closed his comments by commending the college presidents and their staff for 
their efforts during these times of unprecedented growth.

· Motion to Lay Policy Revisions on the Table

Upon recommendation by the committee, the State Board approved a motion that the proposed
policy, IV. C. Academic Freedom, be placed on the board table for consideration for approval 
at the next regularly scheduled meeting of the Board.

IV. C. Academic Freedom
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The Department Technical College System of Georgia (TCSG) supports the concept of academic freedom. 
In the development of knowledge, research endeavors, and creative activities, faculty and students must be 
free to cultivate a spirit of inquiry and scholarly criticism. Faculty members are entitled to freedom in the 
classroom in discussing their subject. Although caution must be used not to introduce teaching matters that 
have no relation to the instructional field, faculty and students must be able to examine ideas in an atmosphere
of freedom and confidence and should feel free to participate as responsible citizens in community affairs.  
The Technical College System of Georgia and its institutions safeguard and protect these rights of academic 
freedom by providing faculty and students the right to initiate grievance procedures should they have complaints
dealing with the infringement of or personal penalization as the result of the exercise of this freedom. 

Faculty members must fulfill their responsibilities to society and to their profession by manifesting competence, professional discretion, and good citizenship. They will be free from institutional censorship or discipline, when
they speak or write as citizens. As professional educators, faculty members must be accurate, exercise appropriate
restraint, show respect for the opinions of others, and make every effort to indicate they are not speaking for the
institution.

The principles of academic freedom shall not prevent the institution from making proper efforts to ensure
the best possible instruction for all students in accordance with the objectives of the institution.

· Motion to Approve State Board By-Laws
Upon recommendation by the committee, the State Board approved a motion to review and approve 
revisions to the State Board By-laws to include a section regarding the removal of State Board 
members per O.C.G.A. 45-5-1. (ATTACHMENT B)

Procedure: State Board Bylaws
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ARTICLE I. NAME AND MEMBERSHIP.

Section 1. Name. The name of this organization shall be the State Board of Technical and Adult Education.

Section 2. Membership. Board membership and terms of appointment shall be as provided in 
O.C.G.A. § 20-4-10 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated.

Section 3.  Removal of Board Members.  The removal of members of the State Board is governed by 
O.C.G.A. § 45-5-1. 

ARTICLE II. OFFICERS AND THEIR DUTIES.

Section 1. Officers. The officers of the Board of Technical and Adult Education shall be the Chairperson, 
the Vice Chairperson, and the Executive Secretary.

Section 2. Election and Terms of Office.

1. Chairperson and Vice Chairperson: The Chairperson and Vice Chairperson shall be elected by the Board
from its membership at its regular monthly meeting in May of each odd numbered year. The term of office 
of the Chairperson and Vice Chairperson shall be for two years or until a successor is elected and installed. 
The Chairperson and Vice Chairperson shall assume their respective positions on July 1 following election; 
no person shall hold more than one of these offices concurrently.

2. Commissioner: The Commissioner, who shall be appointed by and serve at the pleasure of the Board, and
who shall not be a member of the Board.

3. Executive Secretary: The Executive Secretary shall be elected by the Board upon the recommendation of 
the Commissioner to serve at the pleasure of the Board, and shall not be a member thereof.

Section 3. Removal of Officers. Officers may be removed at any time by majority vote of the members present 
at a regular or special meeting, providing a quorum is present.

Section 4. Vacancies. Vacancies in the offices shall be filled by the Board as soon as practicable.

Section 5. Duties of Chairperson. The Chairperson shall be a member of the Board, shall preside at the meetings
of the Board with the authority to vote, and shall appoint the members of any and all such committees as necessary
for the Board to perform its assigned duties. He or she shall be an ex-officio member of all committees with the authority to vote. The Chairperson of the Board, upon a vote of the Board authorizing same and in its name, may execute all notes, bonds, deeds, contracts, and other documents.

Section 6. Duties of Vice Chairperson. The Vice Chairperson shall be a member of the Board and shall perform
the duties and have the powers of the Chairperson during the absence or disability of the Chairperson.

Section 7. Duties of the Commissioner. The Commissioner is the Chief Executive Officer of the Department 
of Technical and Adult Education and shall exercise overall supervision and direction of the Department. 
He or she shall be responsible for the day-to-day operations of the Department and for implementing policies
of the Board. The Board may assign and delegate to the Commissioner such other responsibilities, powers, and
duties as it may deem proper and appropriate.

Section 8. Duties of the Executive Secretary. The Executive Secretary, shall schedule and arrange for meetings
of the Board and furnish meeting notices and materials, as needed, to members in advance of such meetings. 
He or she shall provide that an accurate record be kept of the proceedings of the meetings of the Board.

ARTICLE III. MEETINGS OF THE BOARD.

Section 1. Place of Meetings. Meetings shall be held at such places as determined by the Board.

Section 2. Personal Attendance at all Meetings. Board members shall personally attend all meetings unless
prevented from doing so by disability or other causes beyond their control. Members who are unable to attend 
at least 75% of the regularly scheduled meetings during a fiscal year should consider resignation from the 
Board. No person, except a duly authorized deputy, may attend any meeting of the Board as a substitute for 
any Board member; and no person except a regular member of the Board, shall be entitled to vote in 
determining the action of the Board at any time.

Section 3. Regular Meetings. The Board shall meet monthly, and it shall schedule one or more future 
meetings at such time and place as appropriate.

Section 4. Special Meetings. Special meetings of the Board may be called by the Chairperson. A notice of 
the special meeting must be made available to the public in accordance with Open and Public Meetings Law, 
O.C.G.A. § 50-14-1. Business transacted at a special meeting shall be confined to the purposes stated in the 
call for the meeting and shall in all other ways be conducted in conformance with the law. When deemed 
necessary by the Chairperson, members may participate via telecommunications conference provided that the 
public has access to the said telephonic meeting.

Section 5. Committee Meetings. Committees shall meet at the direction of the Chairperson of the Board or 
on call of the committee chairperson.

Section 6. Quorum. At all meetings of the Board, a majority of the members appointed shall constitute a 
quorum for the transaction of business. The action of a majority of the members of the Board present at 
any meeting shall be the action of the Board, except as may be otherwise provided by these bylaws.

Section 7. Public Meetings and Executive Session. All meetings of the Board shall be open to the public, 
provided, however, upon direction of the Chairperson of the Board or of a majority of the members of the 
Board present at any meeting, the Board may hold executive sessions at any time. The Board may go into 
executive session as provided by O.C.G.A. § 50-14-4.

ARTICLE IV. OPERATION OF THE BOARD.

Section 1. Rules. The rules contained in Roberts' Rules of Order (Revised) shall govern in all cases to 
which they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with the bylaws of the Board.

Section 2. Agenda. The prepared agenda with appropriate information shall be sent by the Executive 
Secretary to each member of the Board at least five days in advance of any regular meeting of the Board. 
This agenda, as approved or amended at each meeting, shall govern the order of business for the meeting. 
Additions, deletions, or reordering of agenda items shall be by majority vote.

Section 3. Minutes. The Executive Secretary shall have prepared minutes of the proceedings of the Board 
meetings. A copy of the minutes of each meeting of the Board shall be transmitted to each Board member 
for review prior to approval at the succeeding meeting. The minutes shall not be considered official unless 
and until approved by the Board.

Section 4. Board Policies. The Board shall have a Policy Manual which shall contain all policies adopted 
by the Board.

Section 5. Board Action. The business of the Board is generally conducted through referral to standing or 
ad hoc committees. Staff analyses or other assistance to board committees is provided by staff of the Technical
College System of Georgia. Generally, the Board considers agenda items and other recommendations as 
submitted by board committees. The Board, from time to time, may authorize the Executive Committee to 
act on its behalf.

Section 6. Changes in Board Policy. To allow time for study by the members of the Board, drafts of proposed 
new policies or changes in Board policy shall be distributed to each member of the Board at the regular meeting immediately preceding the regular meeting at which action is to be taken. Before formal action can be taken 
on such material, it must have lain on the table for one month or since the preceding regular meeting. The 
purpose for accepting a policy to lie on the table is to allow time for board study and any public response to a
draft policy. The draft policy, with any amendments, shall be considered for adoption at the next regularly 
scheduled meeting of the Board. The decision as to whether to place such material on the table shall be 
determined by majority vote. Copies of drafts of proposed new policies or changes in Board policy shall be 
transmitted to those members not in attendance.

Section 7. Waivers of Board Policy. The Board may waive a policy by majority vote if the proposed waiver
has lain on the table as described in Article IV, Section 6, or by a vote of two-thirds of the members at any meeting.

ARTICLE V. DEFENSE AND INDEMNIFICATION OF BOARD MEMBERS

In accordance with O.C.G.A. § 45-9-1, members of the Board are entitled to defense and indemnification for acts committed within the scope of their duties as outlined in the Board's policy on Defense and Indemnification.

ARTICLE VI APPEARANCE BEFORE THE BOARD.

Individuals or groups who wish to appear before the Board shall make their request in writing to the 
Chairperson at least ten days in advance of the next regular meeting. If the matter is applicable for 
consideration, the Chairperson, at his or her discretion, may approve the request and allot a reasonable 
time for presentation. At any meeting, the Chairperson, without opposition, or the Board, by majority vote, 
may recognize unscheduled appearances before the Board by individuals or groups. The Chairperson 
shall limit presentations as necessary to maintain the timely conduct of business by the Board.

ARTICLE VI. METHOD OF AMENDING THE BYLAWS.

Section 1. Method. These bylaws may be amended at any regular meeting of the Board by a two-thirds 
vote of the members present, a quorum being present, provided the amendment was submitted in writing 
at the previous regular meeting of the Board.

Section 2. Effective Date. Amendments shall go into effect immediately upon their adoption, unless the 
motion
to adopt specifies a time for the amendment to go into effect, or unless the Board has previously adopted 
a motion to that effect.

I. WHEREAS, the State Board of Technical and Adult Education (the "Board") is charged, in 

accordance with O.C.G.A. §20‑4‑11, with providing a comprehensive program of literacy, career, 

occupational, and technical education for adults and out-of-school youths, and with establishing standards, 

rules, regulations and policies for the orderly and efficient operation of the Technical College System of 

Georgia (the “Department”), formerly known as the Department of Technical and 

Adult Education; and
II.
WHEREAS FURTHER, the name of the Department was changed, pursuant to an act of the 

Georgia General Assembly (Act No. 472, 2008 Regular Session, S.B. 435, effective as of 

July 1, 2008), from the Department of Technical and Adult Education to the Technical College System

of Georgia; and

III. WHEREAS FURTHER, the Department was created as a department of the State of 

Georgia (the “State”) in accordance with O.C.G.A. § 20‑4‑14; and

IV.
WHEREAS FURTHER, the Constitution of the State of Georgia (the “Georgia
Constitution”), Article VII, Section IV, Paragraph I(c), and the Georgia State Financing and 
Investment Commission Act, O.C.G.A. §§ 50‑17‑20 through 50‑17‑30, provide that certain 
general obligation debt (as defined by O.C.G.A. § 50‑17‑21(5) and hereinafter “General Obligation

Bonds”) may be incurred for the benefit of the State, its agencies, departments, and institutions,

and those State authorities created and activated prior to November 8, 1960; and

WHEREAS FURTHER, pursuant to Paragraphs I through III of Section IV of 
Article VII of the Georgia Constitution, the General Appropriations Act for fiscal year

necessary or useful in connection therewith, through the issuance of not more than $14,375,000 in

principal amount of General Obligation Debt, the instruments of which shall have maturities not

in excess of 240 months; and

purpose of financing projects and facilities for the Technical College System of Georgia by means
of the acquisition, construction, development, extension, enlargement, or improvement of land,

in principal amount of General Obligation Debt, the instruments of which shall have maturities
not in excess of 60 months; and

WHEREAS FURTHER, the Board finds an immediate need for the aggregate principal

amount of the General Obligation Bonds authorized in the appropriation set forth in Article VI above for
the purpose of financing some or all of the projects and facilities referenced in the appropriation set forth
in Article VI above, as follows:

A.
$750,000 of the $750,000 aggregate principal amount of General Obligation Bonds
authorized in the appropriation set forth in Article VI.A above; and

IX.
WHEREAS FURTHER, the Board therefore desires to request the issuance of State of
Georgia General Obligation Bonds in the combined aggregate principal amount of $69,195,000 for the purpose
of financing some or all of the projects and facilities referenced in the appropriations set forth in Articles V

and VI above (the “Projects”); and

X. WHEREAS FURTHER, the Board is aware of the provisions and requirements of the 
Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Tax Code”), and the regulations issued thereunder,
respecting arbitrage bonds and private activity bonds, and is aware that the Projects must proceed with due
diligence and be timely completed following receipt of the proceeds derived from the sale of State of 
Georgia General Obligation Bonds,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE STATE BOARD OF TECHNICAL AND
ADULT EDUCATION:
SECTION 1.
That the Board hereby approves and authorizes the Projects.

SECTION 2.
That the Board hereby recommends to the Georgia State Financing and Investment Commission that
it undertake to issue $69,195,000 in aggregate principal amount of State of Georgia General Obligation
Bonds, the instruments of which shall have maturities not in excess of sixty (60) months or two hundred 
and forty (240) months, as applicable to the appropriations set forth in Articles V and VI above, for
the purpose of financing some or all of the Projects.

SECTION 3.

That the Board hereby determines and agrees:

(a) the final plans for the Projects are sufficiently complete such that substantial binding 
obligations to a third party or parties (as defined in the regulations issued under the Tax Code),

involving the expenditure of at least five percent (5%) of the proceeds of the General Obligation
Bonds herein requested to commence or acquire the Projects will be incurred within six (6) months
after the issuance of such General Obligation Bonds; and

(b) eighty-five percent (85%) of the spendable proceeds of the General Obligation

Bonds herein requested will be expended within three (3) years after the issuance of such
General Obligation Bonds; and

(c) the original proceeds of the General Obligation Bonds herein requested, and anticipated
investment proceeds (net of interest on such General Obligation Bonds during the estimated
period of construction), will not exceed the amount necessary for the governmental purposes of

financing the Projects; and

(d) during the time the General Obligation Bonds herein requested are outstanding, the 
Board will not take, or omit to take, any action which would cause such General Obligation 
Bonds to be deemed arbitrage bonds under the Tax Code; and

(e) the Board will not use the proceeds of the General Obligation Bonds herein requested or 
the Projects financed with such General Obligation Bonds for any non-governmental purpose,
or any purpose that would give rise to “private business use”, as defined by the Tax Code; and

(f) the term of the General Obligation Bonds herein requested will not be longer than

120% of the reasonably expected economic life of the Projects financed thereunder; and

(g) no proceeds of the General Obligation Bonds herein requested will be used for reimbursement
of any Project expenditures which were made before the anticipated delivery date of such 
General Obligation Bonds, except in situations where, prior to any such expenditure, the Board 
obtains a declaration of “Official Intent” (as defined by the Tax Code) from the Georgia State 
Financing and Investment Commission, or the Board is otherwise advised in writing by the Georgia
State Financing and Investment Commission that such reimbursement will be permitted, it 
being the intention of the Board to comply in all respects with Section 1.150-2 of the regulations 
under the Tax Code; and

(h) none of the expenditures of proceeds from the General Obligation Bonds herein requested
for the Projects will constitute working capital expenditures (as defined in the regulations issued 
under the Tax Code).

SECTION 4.
That the Board hereby approves, authorizes, and directs the Commissioner of the Department 
(the “Commissioner”) to communicate a request to the Georgia State Financing and Investment 
Commission that said Georgia State Financing and Investment Commission issue State of 
Georgia General Obligation Bonds in the aggregate principal amount of $69,195,000 for the
purpose of financing the Projects.

SECTION 5.
That the Commissioner, and the Chairperson of this Board, are hereby each authorized and directed
to execute any instruments and take whatever action which may be necessary in connection with the
issuance of General Obligation Bonds by the Georgia State Financing and Investment Commission, 
including, but not limited to, the preparation and execution of answers in connection with any legal 
proceeding as to the validity of any action by the Board with respect to the General Obligation Bonds
issued by the Georgia State Financing and Investment Commission.  The Attorney General or
any Assistant Attorneys General of the State are authorized to execute Acknowledgment of Service

and Waiver of Process in such legal proceedings.
