I. WELCOME AND CALL TO ORDER





Dean Alford, Chair

Georgia (TCSG) to order.  The first order of business was to approve the minutes for the 

October 7, 2010, meeting. Chairman Alford discussed the importance of holding the meeting 
in conjunction with the 2010 Adult Education Fall Conference, and the important role Adult  
Education has to the state.      
II. CHAIRMAN'S COMMENTS






Dean Alford, Chair
Chairman Alford encouraged everyone to attend the 2010 GED Awards Luncheon immediately 
following the board meeting.  
Chairman Alford discussed his attendance at the TCDA/TCFA Leadership Conference in Macon.  

He thanked Mr. Paul Holmes, Dr. Lynn Cornett, Mr. Shaw Blackmon, Mrs. Mary Flanders, Mr. Chunk
Newman, and Mrs. Dinah Wayne for attending the conference.  Mr. Alford discussed the significant   

impact and important role that the local boards and foundation members contribute to the local 
colleges.  Chairman Alford thanked Mrs. Beverly Smith, Adie Shimandle and Judy Taylor for a 
tremendous job putting the conference together.  

Last month's Strategic Brainstorming Session after the State Board meeting, provided us with a lot of
 
useful information. The Executive Committee of the State Board will meet prior to the December 2

board meeting to discuss the next steps for moving forward.  Chairman Alford thanked the presidents, 
their faculty, staff and administration, and the system office staff for their input.  

III.  COMMISSIONER'S COMMENTS





Ronald W. Jackson
Commissioner Jackson discussed his meeting with the Joint House and Senate Budget Offices to
discuss the system’s budget submission for the FY2012 and AFY2011.  He stated that he received a
lot of positive feedback from the legislators not only for the presentation, but of the important work 
of the local colleges.  

The Alliance of Education Agency Heads (AEAH) met yesterday, and the group continues its efforts 
to create a seamless education system in Georgia.  The AEAH is currently working on its Race to the 
Top initiatives.

A search is underway for the Longitudinal Data System (LDS) project director.  Staff at the system 

office will be directly involved in the project.  The LDS will enable education agencies to track 
students’ education careers from Pre-K through graduate work in our public schools and colleges.  
The grant funding will enable us to hire eight to nine positions to work directly with Mr. Andy 
Parsons, TCSG executive director, Data, Planning & Research.   

Georgia is one of nine states selected by the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation to participate in its

Completion by Design initiative.  Completion by Design is a five-year community college reform

effort designed to increase the proportion of and pace by which low-income students progress to post-

secondary credential and degree completion.  

A cadre of four TCSG colleges has been identified to submit a grant application, which is due on

November 19.  Central Georgia Technical College will be the lead or managing partner for the grant

application.  The remaining three colleges are Athens, DeKalb and North Georgia Technical Colleges.

Other TCSG colleges may coordinate a grant application.  Only five of the nine states will receive
an award.  

Negotiations are currently underway with the TCSG, University System of Georgia, and Dalton 

State College regarding the future of their technical education division.  A large contingent of the

business community and the chamber in Murray and Whitfield counties have asked that Georgia
Northwestern Technical College be the provider of technical education and economic development

for those two counties.  Dalton State College is working actively with those communities in hopes 

of retaining the mission for those counties.  We hope to bring forth a resolution for this critically 

important issue at the December 2 meeting.  

Commissioner Jackson closed his remarks stating that he would like to discuss a personnel matter 
later during an executive session.

· EXTERNAL AFFAIRS AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT 

Ben Copeland
Mr. Ben Copeland gave the committee report.  Mr. Mike Light, executive director, TCSG 

Communications Office, updated the committee on the Quarter to Semester (Q2S) marketing 
efforts.  The promotional materials are being shipped to the colleges.  

Mr. Light also shared marketing materials produced as a collaborative effort with the Georgia 
Department of Labor (DOL).  With funding provided by DOL Commissioner Michael Thurmond,
“College that Works” is an initiative to attract males who are unemployed back to Georgia technical 
colleges for retooling or retraining.  In addition to a website, brochures and written information, 
there is a five-minute PSA video for the project.  

The latest TCSG 7-day Enrollment Report indicates that enrollment is up eight percent over 
last year at this time.  

Mr. Copeland then proceeded with the economic development report.  He stated that during the past

month there were eight prospects for 1,283 jobs; in addition, there were six announcements for

588 new jobs.  The state continues to compete with Mississippi, Florida, Brazil and China.  There 
was a groundbreaking ceremony in Statesboro for Great Dane's refrigerated trailers production 
center.  And finally, there was a training plan signing with Firth Rixson to produce forged metal 
for jet engines.

Mr. Copeland discussed the 2011 Legislative Priorities for the system.  He encouraged everyone

to contact their legislators before the legislation session begins to discuss the TCSG priorities.

Mr. Earl Smith gave the committee report.  He presented the following motions for State

· CONVEYANCE OF REAL PROPERTY
A. Athens Technical College – Upon recommendation by the committee, the State Board
approved Athens Technical College’s request for the exchange of 4.929 acres of vacant 
land located on the campus of Athens Technical College having an appraised value of 
$1,250,000 for 3.474 acres of improved land containing a one story brick building 
with 50,70 square feet owned by the Athens Regional Hospital Authority located at 525
Calhoun Drive, Athens, Georgia, having an appraised value of $1,250,000, for the benefit 

of Athens Technical College and its construction and trades programs, subject to the 
approval of the State Properties Commission.  
B. West Georgia Technical College – Upon recommendation by the committee, the State

Board approved West Georgia Technical College’s request for the conveyance of
approximately 0.72 acre (approximately 50’ x 635’) on the Carroll Campus of 
West Georgia Technical College to Carroll County, Georgia, without cost, for the 
purpose of constructing a secondary exit/entrance by Carroll County, Georgia, into 
the Carroll Campus of West Georgia Technical College, subject to the State Properties

Commission. 
· APPROVAL OF REVOCABLE LICENSE AGREEMENT 

A. Middle Georgia Technical College – Upon recommendation by the committee, the
State Board approved Middle Georgia Technical College’s request to grant a Revocable 
License and a Non-exclusive Easement to Flint Electric Membership Corporation over 

an area approximately 20’ x 1,400’ on the campus of Middle Georgia Technical College 
for the purpose of installing electrical service to the site of a classroom and lab building 

under construction on the campus of Middle Georgia Technical College, subject to the 

approval of the State Properties Commission.

B. Gwinnett Technical College – Upon recommendation by the committee, the State Board
approved Gwinnett Technical College’s request to grant a Revocable License and a Non-
exclusive Easement to Georgia Power Company over an area approximately 20’ x 630’ on the 

campus of Gwinnett Technical College to install electrical service to the site of Project Number 

TCSG-235, Life Science Building, Gwinnett Technical College, subject to the approval of 

the State Properties Commission.  
· APPROVAL OF RENTAL AGREEMENTS
A. Okefenokee Technical College – Upon the recommendation by the committee, the State

Board authorized the Commissioner to execute a rental agreement between the Technical

College System of Georgia, as Landlord, and the Bacon County Board of Commissioners, 

as Tenant, covering property known as 426 and 428 West 12th Street, Alma, Georgia for 
the period beginning November 4, 2010, and terminating June 30, 2011, at the rental of $1.00, 
with option to renew for five (5) one-year periods beginning July 1, 2011, at the annual rental 
of $1.00, with the Bacon County Board of Commissioner responsible for all utilities, 
maintenance, repairs and upkeep of the rented property.  
B. West Georgia Technical College – Upon recommendation by the committee, the State Board

authorized the Commissioner to execute a rental agreement with the West Georgia Technical 
College Foundation Inc., as Landlord, and the Technical College System of Georgia, as Tenant, 

covering 11,000 square feet of classroom/office space and 17 acres of land located at 175290 

Roosevelt Hwy, Greenville, Georgia, for the period beginning December 1, 2010, and terminating 

June 30, 2011, at a rental rate of $96,000 with an option to renew for one year beginning 

July 1, 2011 through June 30, 2012, at a rental rate of $96,000 and renewable thereafter at an 

annual rental rate of $1.00 per year beginning July 1, 2012.  
C. West Georgia Technical College – Upon recommendation by the committee, the State Board

authorized the Commissioner to execute a rental agreement with the West Georgia Technical 
College Foundation Inc., as Landlord, and the Technical College System of Georgia, as the
Tenant, covering 28,581 square feet of classroom and office space located at 401-A and 401-B

Adamson Square, Carrollton, Georgia for the period beginning November 5, 2010, and 

terminating June 30, 2011, at the total rental rate of $200,000 with option to renew for the 

one-year period beginning July 1, 2011 through June 30, 2012 at the annual rental of $200,000 

with option to renew for three consecutive one-year periods beginning July 1, 2012, at an annual 

rental rate of $1.00.  

· MODIFICATION TO RENTAL AGREEMENT
A. West Georgia Technical College – Upon recommendation by the committee, the State Board

authorized the Commissioner to execute a modification to the rental agreement between the

West Georgia Technical College Foundation, Inc., as Landlord, and the Technical College System

of Georgia, as Tenant, covering the 10,000 square feet Heard County Workforce Development 
Center located at 13017 GA Hwy 34 East, Franklin, Georgia in the amount of $179,800.
· APPROVAL OF CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTS
A. Albany Technical College – Upon recommendation by the committee, the State Board

authorized the Commissioner to execute a construction contract with Reeves Construction 

Company Inc., Albany Georgia, for Project “Resurfacing of Student Parking Lot and Bldg. 
A Parking Lot,” Albany Technical College, in the amount of $159,592.00.

B. Augusta Technical College – Upon recommendation by the committee, the State Board

authorized the Commissioner to execute a construction contract with Somers Construction

LLC, Evans, Georgia for Project “Renovation of 400 Building, Culinary Arts Department,”

C. Gwinnett Technical College – Upon recommendation by the committee, the State Board

II. C. 12. Real Property Acquisitions and Leases

All real property acquisitions, whether purchased or donated, must be approved by
the State Board and the State Properties Commission. 

Prior to approval by the State Board, the president of a Technical College shall consult 
with the Commissioner as to the need of the property for the College. If acquisition is 
approved by the Commissioner, the Director of Facilities Management at Central 
Office shall request approval of the acquisition by the State Board. 
At the time the property acquisition is presented to the State Board for Approval, the 
following documents shall be in the Office of Facilities Management:
1) two written appraisals of the property prepared by appraisers who are members 
of the Appraisal Institute (MAI);
2) a plat of survey of the property prepared by a Georgia Registered Land Surveyor; and
3) a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment of the property. 
After approval of the acquisition by the State Board, the Office of Facilities Management 
shall forward to the State Properties Commission a request for approval of the acquisition.
A request for the rental or lease of off-campus space shall be submitted to the Director 
of Facilities Management at Central Office for approval. After approval, the Director of 
Facilities Management shall notify the State Board of the proposed rental or lease and 
submit a request to the State Properties Commission to formalize a rental agreement 
with the Owner/Landlord of the space to be rented as required by law. The State Board 
must approve leases of (1) spaces exceeding 5,000 sq. feet of interior space or (2) a 
space of any size when either a College’s foundation or any governmental entity will 
be the landlord. where the annual rental exceeds 75,000.
