I. WELCOME AND CALL TO ORDER






Dean Alford, Chair
Pursuant to the date, time, and place stated above, Chairman Dean Alford called the State Board meeting 
of the Department of Technical College System of Georgia, the Technical College System of Georgia to 

order.  The first order of business was to approve the board meeting minutes for August 6, 2009.  
II. CHAIRMAN'S COMMENTS 







Dean Alford, Chair
Chairman Alford thanked the members and the staff for their diligent work during the board’s committee 

meetings and for their strategic consideration of the capital outlay requests, the system’s budget requests, 

and many other projects currently under consideration.  
Chairman Alford extended his congratulations to three of five national SkillsUSA gold medal winners present 

during the Committee of the Whole.  Attending were Zachery Ledger (Medical Math), South Georgia
Technical College graduate; Kelli Hefton (Preschool Teaching Assistant), Gwinnett Technical College; and 
Edd Jones (Telecommunications Cabling), East Central Technical College.  Commissioner Jackson 
presented each with a TCSG certificate recognizing their accomplishment.  Ms. Ashley Mills (Dental 
Assisting), Columbus Technical College and Cody Palmer (Practical Nursing), South Georgia Technical 
College were unable to attend due to scheduling conflicts.
Chairman Alford also extended his congratulations to the new AT&T TCSG Scholarship Foundation
winners from Savannah Technical College, Mr. Ismael Dondasse and Mr. Seydou Kompare.  Mr. Dondasse 
has applied to Georgia Southern University and Savannah State University.  Mr. Kompare has applied to 
Georgia Southern University and Armstrong Atlantic State University.  
Mrs. Beverly Smith, Executive Director, Stewardship and Development of the Technical College System 

of Georgia, announced the renewal of Mr. Hamadou Gouemo and Ahmed Kabore's scholarships.  They are

last year’s winners of the first AT&T – TCSG Foundation scholarships.  Mr. Gouemo is continuing his studies 
at Armstrong Atlantic with a 3.0 GPA, majoring in Civil Engineering. Mr. Ahmed Kabore
attends Georgia Southern and has a 3.66 GPA, majoring in Nursing.  Chairman Alford thanked 
Mrs. Sylvia Russell for her help securing the AT&T grant for the scholarships.

Chairman Alford discussed his plan to utilize more time during the board’s working session as an opportunity 
to discuss TCSG strategic issues.   He then ask Commissioner Jackson for his comments.
III.  COMMISSIONER'S COMMENTS






Ronald Jackson
The Commissioner provided an update on several issues and began with the legislative priorities for the 
Upcoming legislative session.  
A.  Legislative Priorities:

1) Name change for the State Board


Legislation to change the board's name was introduced last year but was attached to another 

bill that did not pass.  During the time the department's name was changed to the Technical

College System of Georgia, the board's name was not included in the code change.  
2) Carry-Forward Legislation (the Sunset Provision)


It is likely that TCSG will ask to be included with the Board of Regents’ request to carry-forward 

revenues collected from tuition and fees from one year to the next.  In the past, we have not been 

allowed to carry-forward tuition revenues as Regents has done. Including tuition fees will allow 

us to build a stronger reserve fund.
B. Race to the Top Update (A USDOE Request for a Proposal)

Race to the Top is a $5B grant to assist states with a multi-year program to improve student readiness 
for college.  Through the work of AEAH, Georgia is one of 15 states qualified to apply for the grant.  

The Gates Foundation has provided funding to support the 15 states. Georgia elected to utilize the 
Gates funding to hire a consulting firm to help prepare the grant application for the state’s share 
($4 billion) of the grant.  

Among other things, the grant allows for the improvement of teacher quality and assistance to create a
longitudinal data system that will enable states to track students' progress through their education career.  
The challenge for our state to develop a student tracking system has been that all of Georgia's education 
agencies have been on different systems.  Commissioner Jackson believes that the technical system is well
positioned to participate in a longitudinal data system based upon our Knowledge Management System (KMS)
that was demonstrated during the Committee of the Whole this afternoon.  A large inter-agency staff has been
assembled to help prepare the application which is due in November.  Additional updates will be forthcoming.

C.  Office of Student Achievement Report (OSA)
OSA recently released a report stating that high school students are now considering TCSG colleges as their

first choice in 62 communities across the state.  The report also stated that Tech High was number one in student performance in Atlanta’s public high schools and was 46 of 362 public high schools in the state in their student performance. Commissioner Jackson commended Mr. Don Chapman for his support of Tech High.

Quick Start is continuing to provide training for 

NCR's employees in Columbus, GA on the ATM project.
