DTAE Library Council
February 2, 2007
South Georgia Technical College, Americus, Ga.

The DTAE Library Council met on Friday, February 2, 2007, in the Pope Center at South Georgia Technical College in Americus, Georgia. 

The meeting was called to order by the Chair, Linda Floyd, at 9:10 p.m. The attendance roster was circulated and members were asked to record their attendance and add corrections.

Linda welcomed all the members and introduced Jerry Stovall, our host. After several opening remarks he introduced Mr. Sparky Reeves, President of South Georgia Technical College. He welcomed the council to the school and presented a eight minute history of the school that was very informative.

Minutes for September 20, 2006, were previously posted to the listserve and approved as submitted. Barbe Moore made the motion and it was seconded by Pat Brucker.

All slated officers were in attendance. Linda Floyd - Chair, Jerry Stovall – Vice Chair, Wendi Morris – Secretary. 
Jessica Everingham, representing the Library Council, serves on the Galileo Steering Committee. She reported that will be no increase in funds to add new databases. The rising costs of subscriptions for the present databases have been offset by declining enrollment so the council has not had to make difficult choices of which databases to delete.
 Learning Express has a trial set up. Members are encourages to log on and try it out. Pricing can be individual or group. Carol Stanley recommends it. Folders with information were available for members.
Stephanie Middleton reported that the GIL video presentation had been shown to a Vice Presidents group, a Vice Presidents for Technology Council and the President’s Council with a positive response from each group. The Vice Presidents even passed a motion to support the project. In one meeting then commissioner Volmer told Ron Jackson to put it into the budget but at this point there is no funding. Colleges will probably have to fund with 2008 dollars. Karen Burdell noted that while DeKalb Tech has implemented the system not all modules are operational. There was a discussion of the history of the funding of BOR schools and of how to proceed. Ed Barnes said he thought we should keep the project alive and give appropriate people occasional reminders.
Linda Floyd created an Automation Committee to look at future options open for the DTAE library Council. (GIL, Statewide system just for tech libraries or remaining as independent systems). Please let Barbe Moore know if you wish to serve on this committee.

Barbe Moore made a motion to study where we are relative to library automation. Beth seconded the motion. Don A. amended the motion to look for options of funding and to present these recommendations at the next meeting in May. A vote was called for and passed. A committee was formed to study the issue and report back. Aundrea Pope, Kate Stirk, Jessica Everingham, Gail Roberts, Jerry Stovall, Carter Nipper, Linda Floyd and Barbe Moore are members of the committee
Linda Floyd noted that we need to nominate officers for the coming year and form a Nominations Committee to present a slate at the May meeting with term starting July 1. Barbe Moore volunteered to chair and Kate Stirk, Beth Hedrick, Jerry Stovall and Dumont Bunn agreed to be on the committee.

Additionally the council needs to form a Leadership Awards Committee. Gail agreed to chair and all past recipients will serve as committee members.

Jane Summey, our publicity chairman noted that she and Dumont will be featured in the next Results issue.  Jane has distributed a compilation of other newsworthy events via the listserv under the title "Library Happenings." There will not be any DTAE Library information in the next issue of Georgia Library Quarterly, but those with news in the future should send it to Susan Cooley at Sara Hightower Regional Library in Rome.  Her e-mail is scooley@romelibrary.org. 
Billing Problems with OCLC was deferred to after lunch.

David Singleton and Julie Walker from GPLS explained the new Evergreen Open Source Automation System.  Briefly there are 1.7 million patrons. ILL between systems is at 457,000 items and an additional 700,000 are returned through the Pines system. The patrons can borrow or put holds on up to 50 items. Videos are being reconsidered as a loan item. The new courier system will have 80% of the items the next day for borrowers and the remaining 20% are slated to arrive In 2-3 days. At this point 46 of the 58 systems are Pines members. Additionally there are 265 facilities and bookmobiles supported by a 1.2 million dollar budget (1.7 with staff).
Ed Barnes noted that nothing has been completed on the copyright policy by DTAE. He expects progress will be made in the future. Regarding the Galileo connectivity problem, Ed reported that currently all traffic that runs through the state network which is slowed by GTA security measures. On another note, 
Ron Jackson, acting interim commissioner, has hired outside consultants to review each group in DTAE. Some changes may result from their recommendation.
Lauren Fancher of Galileo introduced two new members of the Galileo team, Dave Falke and Courtney McGough.  Lauren explained the present discussions going on with the Academic Community Customization Working Group, including three subteams studying resources, usability and interface. After phase I of the upgrade and addition of quicksearch, these groups are giving feedback regarding the desirable improvements for the Phase II new interface as well as suggestions for better usability. Our group mentioned the high return of Lexis Nexis on the federated search, high level of duplication and possibly adding a peer reviewed box to the search screen. Lauren said an additional project in Phase II will focus on courseware and web site integration. Lauren will post the PowerPoint she presented on our blackboard for members
Lunch

Lauren mentioned that since Neil will be going off the Academic Community Customization Working Group, the council needs representation. Neil explained some of the issues the committee has and is addressing. All interested were to notify Linda Floyd.

Introductions were made for new members and first time attendees.

Chattahoochee Tech library personnel discussed Library Online Orientations and the innovative use of technology. Leigh discussed the making of the Galileo Orientation featuring the new quick search option and what was involved and the tools she used to complete the task. This is posted on the Griffin Tech website. It will be moved over to the new blackboard site for posting documents. Barbe discussed her Library Instruction tutorial which will also be posted to the same site. Don explained his OPAC Introduction noting the features designed to keep the student’s interest and attention. Council members were encouraged to borrow any parts or the whole presentations and customize them for their schools if it would be helpful.
Candice Herndon from Griffin explained the new Blackboard site that is the now the repository of our shared documents. Her PowerPoint was as follows:
