DTAE Library Council
September 20, 2006

GaCOMO /Athens, Ga.

The DTAE Library Council met on Wednesday, September 20, 2006, in the Classic Center in Athens, Georgia, in conjunction with the annual meeting of GaCOMO.

The meeting was called to order by the Chair, Linda Floyd, at 1:00 p.m. The attendance roster was circulated and members were asked to record their attendance and correct the erroneous information.

Linda welcomed all the members. Minutes for May 12, 2006, were available for all members and were approved as posted to the listserv. Introductions of new officers were made: Linda Floyd - Chair, Jerry Stovall – Vice Chair, Wendi Morris – Secretary. 
Beth Hedrick, representing the Library Council, serves on the Galileo Steering Committee. In the meeting last May, one of the most important questions considered was whether alumni could be given the password to Galileo. It was noted that vendors do not acknowledge them in their count for pricing purposes. Meryll Pinson did not have a definitive answer but will report back to the Steering Committee.This is Beth’s last term. Linda, as chair, will be taking her place as our representative.

Beth also serves on the Academic Communities Customization Working Group.  This committee is working on customizing the home page that comes up for each user group (Public, K-12, and Academic/DTAE). The DTAE page will be customized. The floor was open for suggestions. Dawn Adams asked if the most used databases (Career and Technical, ProQuest) could have links directly to the databases from the Galileo Home page. Jerry Stovall suggested five (5) links. The other suggestion was that Lexis-Nexis be dropped from the quick search because result sets were overly populated with hits making it difficult to navigate to other choices.
Linda brought the FY05 and FY06 Galileo Statistical Usage chart as compiled by Lauren Fancher from the Galileo staff. Copies were provided for all members to pick up at the end of the meeting.  Linda noted that an electronic version would be posted on the Griffin Technical College website.
Linda recognized Barbe Moore who gave an update from the Collection Development Committee. She thanked Jessica Everingham for the PowerPoint presentation.  The PowerPoint in its entirety will be posted on the Griffin Tech’s website at http://library.griffintech.edu .  Look under the library council link. 
· Barbe reminded everyone to let Encyclopedia Britannica and other vendors know of adjusted FTE’s with possible drops in enrollment.

· Chattahoochee Technical College students use Facts.com extensively for Eng. 191 and criminal justice (for selection research topics) to name a few. Her price is $2,500. 

· Library Council members were all familiar with Gale, LRC and AJC. 

The Library Council survey concerning priority additions to Galileo are as follows: GALE, CINAL, Encyclopedia Britannica, Facts.com and AJC.

Barbe Moore then reported on netlibrary:
· The subject sets are still pricey. It comes to approximately $1.00 per title. 

· For the immediate future, students continue to use hard copy books which were deemed more budget friendly. It was noted though that we are certainly moving toward more electronic resources.

· It was mentioned that the older collections, when purchased, retained their original lifespan. To clarify that information Danny Overstreet responded to Linda with the following information.



“Regarding the question of prepaid access fees. Just to make sure, the license agreement states "5 years or for as long as NetLibrary continues to host the Existing Platform". OCLC and NetLibrary have no intention of collecting additional access fees after the 5-year period. However, this language is there to protect NetLibrary in the unlikely event of a major technological shift. The access fees cover the cost to host the content and provide search functionality and other features. Even if it became necessary for NetLibrary to migrate the content to another platform, libraries would have an option to receive the purchased content on DVD or another local media, rather than pay the company an additional access fee.”
Pat Brucker asked if anyone had looked into ebrary, a yearly subscription based ebooks collection with 100,000 ebooks. Presently no one subscribes. There was a discussion of “myspace” and some schools blocking the site. Jerry Stovall said students complained when it was blocked on his campus, and they opened access to it again in response.  Barbe concluded with the new ALA catchphrase “meeting students where they are” as a reason to open access, and we should change some of the ways we do business.

Ed Barnes, DTAE liaison, passed out a sheet on copyright. He said that there are two attorneys who deal with legal issues. At the present, they have not seen the necessity to have a formal statement that addresses copyright issues similar to BOR schools. The present policy on the website dated 1998 is not adequate to address the needs of the DTAE libraries and faculty. He plans to continue his efforts to have a revised working policy put in place.  Barb mentioned the Copyright Clearance Center which will send you a booklet of approximately 8 pages which can be distributed. 

Other discussion:

· Linda said COC visiting teams may ask for an approved copyright policy.
· Jane Sumey said ILL has very specific guidelines.

· Ed said video clips are a problem, the length of the clip and how long it can stay posted.
· Dawn said she consults a great resource from ALA.

· Ed wants to have this resolved with the legal group by next month.

· Dawn said it is good to include this information in student orientations along with information on plagiarism etc.

Ed Barnes reported that the intermittent problem with Galileo was being addressed by moving to a new vendor/server at 1800 Century Center. It remains to be seen if this will solve the problem. Linda noted that this problem also has implications for the GIL initiative.

Stephanie Middleton introduced the new GIL presentation which was produced by Scott Gossard in marketing at Columbus Tech. The library council viewed a copy of the presentation that was 95% complete. This will be viewed by the DTAE VP’s of Instructional Services and members of the President’s Council, Committee on Academic Improvement. The audience will be given a folder with hard copy information and the presentation on CD. The presentation will be put on the website at Griffin Tech for future access.
There was a motion by Eddie McLeod to submit a thank you letter to Scott Gossard on behalf of the Library Council for his production of the GIL presentation on CD. Dawn Adams seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously approved.  Linda and Ed will work together to submit this letter.

David Bunnell reported that Griffin Tech has now been using the axis card as a pilot for one year and will me implementing it campus wide this fall (with the exclusion of GED students) as a universal smart card with a computer chip having multiple capabilities. Phase II includes collecting statistics on computer use. Phase III will address full printer control. Additional goals of implementing the axis card include creating more usage of free resources and the purchased database subscriptions. David will be presenting axis information to TRIAD next February which includes both Presidents and Business Office officials.  He encouraged Library Council members to attend if possible.
In addition, David mentioned setting up a class site in Blackboard whereby we could enter data, get reports for statistical comparisons, and possibly reduce, at least in part, the quantity of listserv mail.
Carol Stanley, representing the Gold/Galileo Advisory Committee said that she and Stephanie were rotating off the committee and would like to have representation of our Library Council. Those interested should contact Linda or Toni Zimmerman.  Carol also encouraged everyone who was not a part of GOLD to join. Toni mentioned that new usage statistics have been sent out to replace earlier ones that contained errors. Please watch your mailbox.

Linda Floyd discussed our ongoing yearly library surveys and asked if the council would like to continue this peer comparison document. It was unanimously agreed to continue. Linda said the new process of collecting statistics will begin in Jan. 07. She brought a hand out of DTAE Library Automation costs for FY07 which included annualized costs for large items like servers.  This spreadsheet will also be posted on the Griffin Tech website.
Kate Stirk sent a hand out on use of the social bookmarking site http://del.icio.us.

Barbe Moore encouraged members to go to BIG (Bibliographic Instruction Group).  This group’s meetings have no registration cost. Noon meal is provided with members buying their own lunch. Meetings are held in Atlanta.
Dawn Adams talked about NGAL (North Georgia Associated Libraries) which holds half day meetings on informative topics for employees of all type libraries located in North Georgia.

Jerry Stovall spoke about SGAL (South Georgia Associated Libraries) which has two meetings a year, one of which is held on Sapelo Island. All were invited to attend. Brochures were provided to those in attendance.
The next meeting will be at South Georgia Technical College in Americus on February 2, 2007. The May meeting is currently slated to be held at Griffin Technical College in Griffin in May. The date will be announced.
