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Credit in college and high school!  

ACCEL is a DUAL enrollment program that allows students to earn college degree level credit as they meet their high school graduation requirements.  These classes are associate degree level courses in core areas such as English and Mathematics.
For a student to be eligible to enroll in the ACCEL program he/she must complete the following steps:
1. Students must be a junior or senior and have a minimum of 3.0 GPA to participate.

2. Students complete an Athens Technical College (ATC) application for admission (fee waived).

3. Students submit high school transcripts to ATC.

4. Students submit appropriate test scores to ATC (SAT, ACT, ASSET or COMPASS) or arrange to take ATC’s placement test.  
NOTE:  A minimum SAT math score of 450 and a verbal/critical score of 450 is required. A minimum ACT math score of 19 and an English score of 20 is required.
Students whom ATC and the HS have determined meet the minimum qualifications may continue the process for admissions by: 

5. Students complete the appropriate section of the “ACCEL Enrollment Agreement to Participate,” provided by ATC.

6. Parents or Guardians complete the appropriate section of the “ACCEL Enrollment Agreement to Participate,” provided by ATC.

7. High School Representative completes the appropriate section of the “ACCEL Enrollment Agreement to Participate,” provided by ATC.

8. High School Representative provides a letter of recommendation for each student stating that he or she is at least 16 years of age, have a minimum of 3.0 GPA, and wishes to take a specified class.
9. ACCEL Enrollment students must also submit the ACCEL Program Application form EACH QUARTER they are enrolled in the program.  This form is available online at www.gacollege411.org/FinAid/ScholarshipsAndGrants/accel.asp.  The High School Representative must also complete the appropriate steps to verify this application.
Once all documents are submitted, students will receive a letter from ATC announcing their admissions status. Admitted students must attend New Student Orientation and Registration prior to registering for their first quarter at the college.  At that time, the students will be advised by the High School Coordinator and registered for their classes.
