	Course Require-

ments
	A. Students may take only occupational courses which have high school equivalents.  Students are not allowed to take academic core courses or any elective courses that are already offered at their high school.

	A. Students may take any academic core or elective course.
B. Students may enroll in any technical certificate or diploma course but may not enroll in an associate degree program.
	A. Students may take only academic core courses that are required for graduation and are approved by the Georgia Department of Education and the Georgia Student Finance Commission.

	Credit Awarded
	Students receive both technical college and high school credit for the courses that they pass through VTC.

	Funding
	Students can qualify for the HOPE grant* which pays tuition, fees, and up to $100 for books
