MINUTES

I.    Dawn Adams welcomed the group to the Clarkesville facility.  

Dr. Watkins, VP for Technology and Instructional Services was present to welcome us and to offer assistance should we need any.

II.   The minutes from the last meeting were approved as received on the list-serve.

III. OLD BUSINESS
        A. Ed Barnes made a DTAE and Library Listserv archive report.  

Ed Barnes said that that he would like to have copies of all of the Library Council minutes.  We were asked to send paper copies as well as electronic copies.

At present, there is no archive on the listserv.  DTAE schools are changing URLs and many of us need to re-subscribe with the new addresses.  There are about 5000 messages per month on our listserv.  The Library Council one is the most active in DTAE.

B. Philip McArdle’s GALILEO report: 

GALILEO funding will be slightly higher next year than last.  It will go from    $564,000 to $614,685.  (Approximately $70,000 is the cost of the ProQuest databases). This funding increase is the result of the efforts of Merryll  Penson and a spreadsheet that she created to show GALILEO usage and costs. The increase supports the fact that we need sufficient resources to meet our student’s needs and to assure accreditation.

             There was a discussion of a thank-you note being sent to the DTAE Board for the    
             additional funding.  This note needs to go through Ed Barnes.

              The price of LION will increase if GALILEO drops ProQuest databases. The 

              Price of LRC (GALE) will be about $1,700 per school.  We may have to make 

              a choice between LION and GALE.

              Information about these choices will be sent out on the Listserv so that we can 

              vote for our preferences. 
             Merryll Penson will be making a presentation to the meeting of VP of Instruction 

             on Wednesday May 26, 2004.  Philip McArdle asked for any ideas from the 

             group for her presentation. We need to stress the fact that GALILEO enables

             each of us to better utilize space and to support accreditation.

C. The Nominating Committee approved a slate of new officers. The group

accepted the following:

E. DTAE Program Webpage Project Update – this project was reported to be on hold.

F. Centralized circulation discussion – This is still wanted.

H. Job descriptions. Gail reported that the committee is generally satisfied with the current job descriptions and make the following recommendations for change:  First, generic names such as word processing, database, slide presentations and spreadsheet listed in the job descriptions replace the specific program names. Second, the committee recommended that the job descriptions state that the professional librarian have faculty status.  A vote was taken on these recommendations and all but one person voted in favor of the recommendations.
I.     GLA Program discussion.  The following ideas were presented: Computer maintenance/computer shutdown, Z39.50, and collection development.  A motion was made and passed that we petition to offer or sponsor all three programs.
J.     Leadership Award – This award was made to Gail Roberts in recognition of her outstanding leadership in 1998 and again in 2004 as President of our group.

B. EBSCO database presentation.  A presentation was given by Mary Sue Hoyle on

EBSCO’s A-Z, Auto Repair Reference Center, and Magill on Literature Plus.
C. A handout on Listserv tips was given to each of us by Dawn Adams.

D. Barb Moore made a demonstration of some of the features of Facts.com, and Elaine Griner made a presentation on the differences between LION and the LRC from GALE.

E. The Encyclopedia Britannica was discussed.  This year, libraries are paying for it from our own budgets.  The group does not want to have an encyclopedia available on GALILEO. 
F. GIL update – no report.
G. Petition to have Library Council upgraded from an interest group to a division: 
A discussion brought up questions if this would be in conflict with the Academic division.  The petition was tabled because Eddie McLeod, who was working on the project, could not attend this meeting and we needed more information from her to make a decision.
