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LIBRARY COUNCIL MEETING

 Columbus Tech

02/07/03

The Winter meeting of the DTAE Library Council was held in the Library building at Columbus Tech from 9:30 – 3:30 P.M. on February 7, 2003.

WELCOME:

Greetings were brought to us by Mr. Lester who is the Vice President for Instructional Services at Columbus Tech.

MINUTES:

The minutes from the previous meeting as distributed were approved with the exception of one name correction and the addition of three names of those attending but who were not shown on the attendance list. Barbe Moore moved that the minutes be approved with corrections. This was seconded and passed.

COMMITTEE TO ELECT OFFICERS:

Nominations for officers are needed before the next meeting.

NOMINATIONS FOR LEADERSHIP AWARD:

We were asked to submit nominations for our annual Leadership Award.   We are to submit them to Stephanie directly (not over the listserve).  This award will be made at the next meeting which will be in May.

Susan Fraysse, who was the winner last year, thanked us all for her award and told us that this award meant a great deal to her both personally and professionally. 

Barbe Moore asked for a list of those who had already received this award.  This list appears on the DTAE web page.

DTAE REPORT – Ed Barnes:

Ed Barnes told us that budget money was “tight” at this time. He also mentioned the fact that the Georgia Technology Authority no longer had the ability to govern computers in the technical schools.

GRANTS – LIBRARY SERVICES AND TECHNOLOGY ACT – Bill Gray:

There is a bill currently in Congress which is supported by Laura Bush. This is the Library Technology Act.  Bill Gray told us that this act would provide additional money to the States for library technology.

Ed Barnes asked that we send any suggestions for changes and modifications to the web site to him.  He also passed a notebook around for each of us to check the accuracy of our names and addresses.

Loretta Whitson made the motion that our individual pictures be included on the web site along with our names.  This motion passed.  The group picture was to remain on the web site, also.

Gail Roberts passed out a State of Georgia job description for Library Services Director.  She gave this to us as an aid if our job descriptions needed changing.  A brief discussion followed concerning the differences in our titles and the nomenclature used.

Terry Sebright asked a question concerning the phrase “Manages Reference Checks.”  Ed Barnes said he would research that phrase and report to us.

Barbara Knight asked the question about faculty status.  She said that COC wanted librarians to have faculty status.  Ed Barnes said that he would check on this, also. 

Barbe Moore stated that she had had trouble with job descriptions for para-professionals.  

Susan Fraysse asked about whether state Library Certifications were part of the DTAE job description.  Ed Barnes will report to us on this in May.

Stephanie asked if grant money could be used to help us go into GIL.  Bill Gray said that money was available, but that you had to know to ask for it. Stephanie then said that we should apply for some grant money.  Dr. Lamar Veatch seems to be more interested in GALILEO funding than in grants for GIL.  

Bill Gray said that :

1. The majority of the grant money available was used to fund OPLS staff.

2. The current priority is PINES.  Other projects need to be those that are a one-time activity.  We need to do a cooperative project with the public libraries.  We need to go to the OPLS web site and look at their 5-year plan.

3. The third priority is the library services for the blind and physically handicapped.

4. There is a small amount of money left for small projects.  We could use initiatives toward economic development, educational activities or adult literacy. 

     5. He also reminded us that monies gotten in the past were in  part due to the fact that OPLS and DTAE were together.  Now, that is not the case.

He also discussed CCOP and the fact that this is no longer operational.  He said that this was a good thing in that the continuance of CCOP would have driven our computer costs up.

He also told us that filtering of internet access was mandated by the State in only three areas: Adult material (pornography), sex and gambling.  He stated that the current slowness of computer access was due to the fact that our computers go out to the State and then onto the Internet. Our State network can be compromised if hackers break in. The State used to have a TS3 line, but we now have an OC3.  The problem is going from the State servers out to the Internet.  Internet activity is monitored.

He emphasized the fact that WebSENSE filtering, as mandated by the State, included only adult material (adult content --pornography), sex, and gambling (with the exception of the State Lottery).  He stated that anything else filtered would be up to the individual sites.

He asked us to think carefully about a centralized circulation system.  He stated that such a system could cause us to lose control.  The Board of Regents looks at us as competition.  The Board of Regents will exercise more control than is currently the case.

Susan Fraysse asked for support from DTAE to help us get resources to patrons and also for a way to document these services.  We need some data as to source of “hits.”

GALILEO REPORTS:

STEERING COMMITTEE REPORT – 

Stephanie Middleton:
We still are not sure of funding for GALILEO.  We might not   know about this until sometime in April.  If our funding is based on FTE, then we might be about $60,000 short of our portion.  We need to prioritize the databases we want to keep and /or cut.

E-COLLECTION DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE –

Beth Hedrick:

Beth reported that GALILEO has core databases that all user groups get, and there are 5 or 6 databases that technical colleges alone have access to. The E-Collection GALILEO committee meeting she went to was to decide the priority of the core databases. EBSCO has more journals than ProQuest and is adding even more databases without extra charge

because they want to be our exclusive vendor. They are       adding biographies, journals in Spanish, French and German, and Nature Magazine, along with many others.

ProQuest also made a presentation. They are adding some things to their collection, too. One of them was a Newspaper database with 5 major papers covered, including the Wall Street Journal. The committee came up with a priority list in case a budget cut requires us to cut the core databases back. In order of most wanted first: 

         EBSCO +

1. All of ProQuest with all the new add-ons 

2. ABI Inform + customized Research Library and new   Newspaper database

3. ABI Inform + customized Research Library

4. ABI Inform + Newspaper database

5. Just ABI Inform

Technical College databases on GALILEO will need to be prioritized also in case we need to cut any for budget reasons. 

GALILEO Funding at the College Level – Bill Gray:

Phillip McArdle handed out statistics on the use of selected GALILEO databases.  He will give us the number of First Search “searches” still available.

Stephanie Middleton then led a discussion of how to make the decision in cutting the Technical School core databases.  Mike Miller moved that this decision be made by democratic weighted vote on which databases to keep.  There would be one vote per school.  The votes are to be made on the ListServe, but directly to Stephanie.   Jane Summey asked that the voting take into account the need for the specific databases.  This did not pass.

GALILEO LINKS ON DTAE WEBSITES – Dawn Adams:

Dawn discussed with us the links on GVTC sites to GALILEO and that Blackboard has a small link called which might not be readily discernable as a link to GALILEO.  It is called Georgia Library Learning online.  Students might not recognize it as a link to GALILEO. She wants a more high-profile link to GALILEO on Blackboard with information on getting the password. (We need to write a letter about this to Debbi Dlugolenski). This should be under the Academic Resources tab.  There are a number of good web resources there; we just need to have a GALILEO button.

She also told us that there is a special offer now available from the League for Innovations Digital Publications Library. Code numbers for this trial may be obtained from Dawn.  For more information, contact David Spain at dspain@lulu.com.

WEBSITE COMMITTEE REPORT – Susan Fraysse:

                 Susan talked with us about her dream of librarians and instructors   working together to find URLs that would be useful to the program areas.

A sample list by Beth Hedrick on Law Enforcement was included in her handout. 

        She sent around a sign-up sheet and asked us to volunteer for specific subject areas.

Gail Roberts made a report on GLA Leadership Day.  She asked for a discussion of possible program proposals and stated that the Tech school librarians were not generally well-represented at the Leadership Day.  She reminded us that this is a good opportunity to be heard.

Loretta Whitson made the motion that at the time of reelection of officers, we include a Public Information Officer to report activities and information – specifically to the Georgia Librarian.

INTERNET FILTERING WHITE PAPER – David Bunnell:

David was not present to give his report, but a copy of his White Paper was given to everyone.  We need written policies on the items we want filtered or not filtered.  The decision on this should be that of the Librarian and not the IT department.  Exceptions to the default filtering mode in WebSENSE can be made by IT.  All sites that are not blocked by DTAE should be blocked only at the decision of the individual Librarian or Library Committee.

Jerry Stovall moved that we adopt the position that we accept the WebSENSE restrictions mandated by DTAE (adult materials, sex and gambling) and leave all others unblocked in the library. The motion was seconded and passed.

Susan Fraysse moved that we accept the first four sections of the White Paper except the last sentence in part 2, [This sentence was removed: “This professional mandate is clearly stated in the American Library Association’s Library Bill of Rights and Code of Ethics.”] and the last paragraph of section 4, [This portion was removed: “The flexibility of the current WebSENSE system…restrictions when necessary”], and with the addition of an explanatory  text in paragraph 2 which ends with “…web sites divided into 53 categories.” The text to be added is “… only three of which have been blocked State-wide by DTAE policy.  We recommend that no more sites be blocked in the library.”

This motion was seconded and passed.

The consensus was that David Bunnell had done an excellent job on this White Paper.

HOSTS FOR 2003 MEETINGS:

Stephanie Middleton stated that the next meeting would be held at Altamaha Tech in Jessup, GA.  The date was tentatively set for May 16, 2003.

BOOK EXCHANGE:

All books available for the exchange were located in the library. All were invited to make selections.

ANNOUNCEMENTS:

Karen Kwiatkowski is the new proposed Vice Chair of NGAL.  We were all encouraged to be a part of this group if we were in the area.

Barbara Knight reminded us of the storytelling

Festival in March 7-9.

Barbe Moore told us that Eddie McLeod’s mother was very ill, and that our thoughts and prayers would be appreciated.
