DTAE Library Council Meeting 

Columbus, GA

October 12, 2005
MINUTES

Dawn Adams, Chair, opened the meeting with a welcome to all Library Council members. She presented a certificate of appreciation and an Amazon gift certificate to David Bunnell on behalf of the DTAE Library Council for his service as chairperson for 2004-2005.

Minutes were approved as posted and corrected on the listserv.
Barbara Knight reported on the Conference on Information Literacy which she and several other Library Council members attended. They felt that this conference was very useful and offered good information for technical college librarians. It was highly recommended that members consider attending this conference next year on Oct. 6-7th at Ga. Southern in Statesboro.
Dawn recognized members who were presenting at the COMO conference during the next few days and urged members to support their colleagues by attending these sessions when possible. 
Ed Barnes gave the DTAE report. He has submitted the request for additional GALILEO databases which this Council drew up and voted on at the last meeting. Ed doesn’t know how this was received, or what the chances are that this request for additional databases will be granted. 
Ed also discussed the meeting Nov. 4th in Dublin of the IFCC group consisting of 300-350 Consortia Chairs from all the programs at technical colleges around the state. Stephanie Middleton, Jane Summey, and Linda Floyd will make a 30-minute presentation to this group to encourage them to make assignments using GALILEO. Ed said that he sends the GALILEO usage statistics to the presidents of all the technical colleges. He agreed to copy that email to the librarians as well from now on.
Stephanie Middleton reported on the progress of the GIL Project. Quotes are beginning to come in for the costs involved in changing all the automations systems at the technical colleges to GIL. A motion was made to update the White Paper for the GIL Project. It was seconded and passed without discussion. Merryll Pension reminded members that the costs which were being used did not include extra funding needed for converting Dewey Decimal cataloging systems over to LC, or making MARC records for all items in the library.

Dawn discussed the advantages of GOLD and encouraged all members to join and share resources through ILL. Handouts were available to give yearly prices. Dawn also urged all librarians to feature the link to GALILEO prominently on their library web site. Some library web sites are not currently doing this.

Dawn reminded the group about the ongoing free trial for Ebrary. 

Information about the March Library Council meeting with the Regents Academic Committee on Libraries (RACL) was distributed by handout. The Library Council has voted to meet in March with RACL in the place of the regular Winter Quarter meeting. The meeting will be March 2nd & 3rd at Sea Palms. Hotel information and prices were included in the handout.

Linda Floyd reported on the Annual Report, a document she is working on which will give the Council up-to-date comparative statistics each year. She hopes to have the document ready to vote on at the March meeting and begin to use it for next fiscal year.

Debbie DeSousa, the sales rep from Axiscard, and David Bunnell gave a presentation on the value of Axiscard. A trial of the product is currently underway at Griffin Tech.

Doug Potts, from OCLC’s Group Services, talked about the possibility of a customized union catalog for the DTAE libraries as well as unlimited interlibrary loan and unlimited cataloging options.
Danny Overstreet from NetLibrary spoke to the group about new developments in NetLibrary. The one most eagerly awaited is remote authentication. Danny said that in 2-3 weeks GALILEO users will be able to directly access the netLibrary collections owned by the college via their GALILEO password authentication.  Other improvements in the functionality of netLibrary are also taking place this fall.  New marketing materials have been created and are available for free.
Thank you to the folks at Griffin Tech and others who lugged boxes of books to share.

The meeting was adjourned at 5 p.m.
