Prior to the commencement of the business portion of the Library Council Meeting, Beth Hedrick (Chair) introduced Sally Fell, representative of the ComputerSelect/eShaman Research Center, one of the full-text electronic databases available via GALILEO.

Ms. Fell’s presentation focused on the major changes in the ComputerSelect product, particularly the name change to eShaman Research Center.  She provided an online demonstration of the newly revised product.

Some of the new and improved features for eShaman include:

(1) Additional advisory services (formerly expert analysis) – featured analyst firms include META Group, Giga Information Group, and Hurwitz Group.

(2) Ratings table and IT Panel – a panel of 3,000 qualified IT professionals rate hardware and software products.

(3) My workspace – allows users to save relevant documents online in their own workspace.

(4) Management center

In reference to the My workspace feature, Susan Fraysse asked about the issue of privacy.  Ms. Fell stated that eShaman could possible assign individual passwords/usernames as a measure of protecting this information.

WELCOME & INTRODUCTIONS

Beth Hedrick, LC Chair, called the meeting to order at 11:00 a.m.  Members were asked to introduce themselves.  Thirty-five members were present, with Ed Barnes attending on behalf of DTAE.

OLD BUSINESS
The minutes of the 10/11/01 Library Council meeting were approved as written and posted to the listserv.

DTAE Report – Ed Barnes

Mr. Barnes introduced himself to the group and stated that he was attending the meeting on behalf of Orien Hall.  He referred to a handout (LC Listserv) and asked that members review the information contained on this list to make sure that it was accurate.  Beth made a suggestion that, because of the recent changes being made to our institution’s email addresses, that if we had trouble posting to the listserv we should each sign-off the listserv, then sign on again.

Mr. Barnes also referred to the LC web page and asked that we report any requested changes to John Reed.

Committee Reports:

Automation Review Committee – Stephanie Middleton

In reference to the GIL (GA Interconnected Libraries) project, Stephanie announced that the Board of Regents has had several staff changes since the fall.  A lot of the responsibility for GIL has been transferred to Merryll Penson (Office of Information and Instructional Technology).

The Automation Review Committee met in the fall and decided to submit the information that it had collected from its surveys to Ms. Penson.  This information was compiled and submitted in late January.  Now it seems, however, that Ms. Penson needs some additional information relating to the technical institution’s satellite campuses.

The Committee also needs to know the average number of volumes added to each of our institution’s collections on a yearly basis.

The Endeavor software does not count the number of computers logged on, so there will not be a cutoff if you exceed the number of projected workstations needed.  The software will be maintained on the vendor’s (Endeavor) servers—only four to five schools will be located on a single server.  As a result, if a server goes down, it will not affect the entire state.

Stephanie stated that she would be contacting each school by telephone to re-survey them about their hardware needs.  They are working to determine how much money will be needed to implement the Endeavor system.  Stephanie anticipates that funding will be available between Fall 2002 and Fall 2003.  They had hoped that funding for a pilot program would be available for this fall.  Funding will extend over a three-year period.

At the end of her report, Stephanie also passed out literature regarding the nationally recognized Azalea Storytelling Festival.

GVTC – Beth Hedrick (for Neil McArthur)

Beth announced that Neil is stepping down as chair of this committee and that the LC is accepting nominations for this position by the next meeting.

Web Page – Jerry Stovall

Jerry discussed the LC web page on the DTAE website.  He stated that he is satisfied with the content and appearance of the website.  One recommendation was that the information be updated (e.g., new library staff, email and name changes, etc.).  He asked that members make revisions on the sheets being circulated during the meeting.  We also need to update information concerning school links, online catalogs, etc.

Beth asked that everyone go to the DTAE website and review their links, then forward changes to her.  She will, in turn, forward these changes to the appropriate person at DTAE.

Jerry also suggested that we update the Web Page Committee.  He would like to remain on the committee but allow someone else to be in charge.

For the benefit of the new LC members, Beth explained the difference between the GVTC (GA Virtual Technical College) website and the LC web page on the DTAE website.

GALILEO Assessment – Dolores Dyer
No report.

GALILEO Reference – Merete Daffer

No report.

GALILEO E-Collection Development – Dawn Adams

No report. The committee will meet soon.

GALILEO Steering Committee – Beth Hedrick

Beth stated that at the last Steering Committee meeting that she attended, there was some discussion about implementing a Spanish language interface for GALILEO.  They also mentioned Native American resources that have been digitized as a part of the Digital Library collection.  Budgets for the upcoming year are going to be the same as last year.  EBSCO is adding a premier edition with additional full-text (23,000) titles—which will be more expensive.  UMI is adding a price increase.  Somewhere something will have to be cut back to keep the flat budget.  Beth also expressed concern that we not have any unnecessary overlap of titles, which is what the E-Collection Development committee will check on.

Meeting Reports:

NGAL – Karen Burdell

Karen gave a report on the North Georgia Associated Library (NGAL) meeting.  The NGAL program was on NetLibrary.  Julie Thomas (Solinet Representative) explained the NetLibrary collection development policy.  She looks at a lot of academic publishers (Wiley, etc.).  The technical colleges have a basic collection of 10,000 titles.

Carol Stanley was asked to explain the process for downloading MARC records from NetLibrary into our online public access catalogs.  This discussion was temporarily suspended until after lunch.

The LC received a formal welcome to the Savannah Technical College campus by Mr. Reginald Hendrix (VP of Instruction) and Dr. C. B. Rathburn III (President).

The meeting was adjourned for lunch.

The meeting reconvened at 1:15 p.m. – continuation of the MEETING REPORTS.

Carol Stanley continued her discussion about downloading MARC records.  Stephanie Middleton asked if this process would impact the GIL project?  No, it will not have an impact.
Barbe Moore asked if there had been a discussion about the purchase of the NetLibrary MARC records for all technical schools?  Beth responded that each library would be responsible for purchasing their records.

Eventually, we will have 15,000 books in the NetLibrary account.

GLA Leadership Meeting – Loretta Whitson

Loretta encouraged all the technical schools to become members of GLA.  She pointed out that each of the institutions would pay the membership fee for a designated representative of the institution.  She presented a copy of the GLA application.  She also informed the group that additional information about could be found at GLA’s website: www.library.gsu.edu.

Beth discussed program ideas for COMO and suggested that we come up with a program idea and bring in a professional speaker.  Susan Fraysse asked if we could get some feedback about the types of programs attendees suggested (as a part of the COMO evaluations)?

There were several general suggestions about possible presentations.

Barbe Moore suggested that we hold a presentation about accreditation (SACS).  Individuals suggested as possible presenters were:  Barbara Knight, Robin (Perimeter College), and Ralph Russell. 

Stephanie Middleton asked if it were possible for the LC to host one of the luncheons at COMO?
Library Legislative Day – Susan Fraysse

Susan discussed the January 25 meeting in Atlanta where all kinds of library groups talked about their group needs.  Chancellor Portch (BOR) suggested that we form collaborative efforts among the different institutions and types of libraries, indicating that standing together is the basis of our strength.  During the meeting, there was also a focus on UCITA, an issue that will become significant down the road—impacts whether we will lose Fair Use rights.  This is a political legislative issue that affects our ability to make information available to users.  Two states have already passed this legislation.  If passed, this would restrict the use of resources.

Computers in Libraries / Washington, DC – Barbe Moore

The Computers in Libraries conference is scheduled for March 14-16, in Washington, DC.  Pat Brucker (Augusta Tech) asked about getting more information about the SOLINET discount.  Barbe suggested that she contact Stephen Kemp.

International Federation of Libraries and Institutions – Terry Sebright

Terry gave a brief description of this conference that is scheduled for August 16-25, 2001.  Barbe mentioned that this conference is similar to, but much larger in scope than ALA.

IPEDS

The libraries were left out of the IPEDS survey this year.  The intention was for the Academic Library survey to take the place of the IPEDS for libraries.  But only those schools that had Associate degree programs by the end of the June 2000 (Fiscal year) were surveyed.  A library survey will not be a part of IPEDS anymore, according to Susan Fraysse.  IPEDS generally has been useful as a benchmarking tool.

David Bunnell (Griffin Tech) asked if we could establish a committee to compile a similar survey so that all our libraries would be surveyed.  By agreement, a Library Survey Committee was established (David Bunnell, Chair, Susan Fraysse, and Cindy Tanner).

NEW BUSINESS

By-Law Changes

Beth announced that there are two sets of by-laws (GLA Interest Group and the LC By-Laws which are both on the DTAE web page).  A motion was made by Dawn Adams to change the names of our institutions in the by-laws to technical colleges instead of institutes.  This motion was seconded by Barbe Moore and approved.

OCLC Access

Beth announced the Eddie McLeod was researching information about group rates for full OCLC access before we switch to GIL

Nomination Committee

Beth announced that the Nomination Committee would start meeting soon for the upcoming year.

Email Problems

Beth announced that we are still having some email problems because some members have multiple addresses as a result of the changeover of server addresses.

TLC New Addition to the PAC (Public Access Catalog)

The Library Corporation (TLC) has a new upgrade that will allow you to look at the table of contents and jackets of books.  Gail Roberts briefly talked about this issue.  Handouts were available.
Next Meeting

The next LC meeting will be held at Augusta Technical College on May 18.  Pat Brucker (Augusta Tech) discussed the program possibilities for the upcoming meeting.  She also made recommendations about some lodging accommodations and promised to get group rate information.

Final Comments

Susan Fraysse mentioned that members might want to visit the Georgia Public Broadcasting (GPB) web site (www.gbp.org/gptv) on Feb. 8, to see video streaming in action.

J. Knight suggested utilizing students from the New Connections to Work program as supplemental library staff.

Barbe Moore announced that she has been appointed as the Records Management Coordinator for Chattahoochee Tech.  One office will be the designated repository for scheduled information.  There was some discussion about the responsibilities of this position and the potential for expansion of similar positions at other institutions.

The meeting was adjourned at 2:22 p.m.
