DTAE Library Council
March 2, 2006
St. Simons, Georgia

The DTAE Library Council met Thursday March 2, 2006, in St. Simons, Georgia.
The meeting of the DTAE Library Council was called to order by Chair Dawn Adams at 1:00 p.m.  The attendance roster was circulated (attachment A).  

Members of the Library Council were welcomed to the joint RACL/DTAE Library Council meeting by Ray Calvert, Director of Coastal Georgia Community College libraries.  Dawn Adams thanked Ray for his work in planning this joint session and presented him a certificate of appreciation from the DTAE Library Council.
Minutes of the October 13, 2005 meeting were read and approved.
Dawn Adams requested volunteers for the nominating committee, which will present a slate at the May 2006 meeting. Volunteers included Barb Moore, Carol Stanley, and Pat Brucker.  
Eddie McLeod invited all DTAE Library Council members to come to the May 12, 2006 meeting which will be held at North Metro Technical College.  Registration information, directions, and an agenda will be sent out in April.
Dawn Adams reported that she is planning the August meeting to be held at the National Archives Southeast Region in Atlanta.  Dates for consideration are August 18th or August 25th 2006.
Linda Floyd, Vice-Chair, presented the DTAE Library Comparison January 2006 spreadsheet and the DTAE Libraries NetLibrary Usage spreadsheet for the calendar year 2005.  She asked that each library review their statistics as listed on the spreadsheets and report discrepancies as soon as possible.  Corrections will be made before posting the document to the Tech-L listserv and David Bunnell’s server.   Dawn Adams thanked Linda for her work on this and presented her with a certificate from the DTAE Library Council.
Carol Stanley, Athens Technical College Librarian, reported on GLA activities since fall of 2005.  Technical colleges were well represented at the COMO conference last October in Columbus.  The programs sponsored by our group members had average attendance and were received well.  Proposals are due for the September 27, 2006 COMO conference.  The group was asked for ideas.  It was suggested that Kate Stirk at North Metro Tech be asked to do a presentation on blogging.  Carol told the group that Library Day at the capitol had lower attendance than previous years due to late notification of registration.

Barbe Moore, Chattahoochee Technical College, presented the DTAE Technical College Libraries Reciprocal Borrowing Agreement.  After discussion, David Bunnell made the motion to accept the agreement, Jane Sumey seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously approved.

Ed Barnes presented an update on items from DTAE.  The additions to Galileo for FY07 were not funded in the budget.  Funding for the GIL project was not included in the FY07 budget either.  Commissioner Vollmer has the budget setup for FY07 with   more money coming down directly to the Technical College Level with less being used   at the DTAE state office.  How this is distributed locally depends on the priorities of each college president.
Stephanie Middleton handed out GIL (GALILEO Interconnected Libraries)

Pilot Proposal and DTAE Library Council Recommendation for State Level Library Automation Integration, dated November 14, 2005.  Her recommendation to the group was that each Library Director / Head Librarian talk to their college president about the advantages of a cooperative state wide system.  Emphasis should be placed on funds saved and increase in number of resources readily available to our students, faculty, and staff.
The meeting was then turned over to Endeavor staff who presented an overview of Voyager (automation system now used by GIL participants).  Following this demonstration, Claire Colombo, Head Access Services, UGA and Chair, GIL Express Committee gave a brief discussion on GIL Express (Interlibrary Loan Delivery System for GIL participants).  Doug Frazier was also available to answer questions.
The meeting was adjourned and all invited to the joint reception of RACL/DTAE, which was graciously sponsored by Endeavor Information Systems.
