DTAE Library Council
May 20, 2005
Rome, Georgia

The DTAE Library Council met on Friday May 20, 2005, in Rome, Georgia.
The meeting of the DTAE Library Council was called to order by Vice Chair Dawn Adams at 9:05 a.m.  The attendance roster was circulated (attachment A).  

The members of the Library Council were welcome to Coosa Valley Technical College by Linda Floyd and the Vice-President of Instruction, Dr. Teresa Resch.

Minutes of the February 4, 2005 meeting were read and approved.
Mr. Jim Tucker from Ebsco was introduced to the group.  He shared information about the following new and revised electronic products offered through Ebsco:  Magill’s-Salem Press, Granger’s Index to Poetry, Social Sciences Index, Family and Child Development, Hospitality, Psych Books, Sociology Index Complete which includes 500+ full-text monographs, Auto Repair & Maintenance, CSI/IPca, Wildlife and Ecology, and Child Development and Adolescent Studies.  Mr. Tucker encouraged all to consider these as possibilities for future additions to Galileo databases.
Following Mr. Tucker’s presentation, Karen Burdell, Dekalb Tech, presented a handout that Kathleen Gignac, GALE representative, asked her to distribute.  The handout (attachment B) included a free trial username and password for Gale Virtual Reference Library.  The trial is valid through June 15, 2005.  To access the trial, go to:
http://trials.gale.com/pubacd and enter the username: custom and password: solution.

A Galileo discussion was next on the agenda.  It was asked, who were DTAE library representatives to the Galileo Steering Committee?  The Chair of the DTAE Library Council is automatically on the Galileo Steering Committee.  Therefore, David Bunnell has served in the current year.  Dawn Adams explained to the group that part of her agreement to serve as Chair was that Beth Hendrick will serve in her place on the Galileo Steering Committee FY06.  Ray Calvert, Coastal Georgia Community College, is also serving on the Galileo Steering Committee, as Chair for FY06.  He represents RACL on this steering committee and will serve through FY07.  His college also has technical college programs, so he has recently joined the DTAE Library Council.  
Lauren Fancher, Galileo, was asked to give a report on Galileo status.  The council was asked to look at the letter from Merryll Penson (attachment C).  The first item in the letter addresses a meeting on November 4, 2005, for DTAE Department Chairs.  The meeting will showcase Galileo in an exciting multi-media presentation encouraging those in attendance to go back to their institutions and spread the excitement about what Galileo has to offer.   Council members were asked if they would be willing to be in attendance at that meeting.  Linda Floyd, Jane Summey, and Stephanie Middleton agreed to participate in the meeting.
The letter also detailed a meeting between BOR and DTAE representatives to discuss Galileo.  There are no funds for new resources or for reinstatement of Encyclopedia Brittanica.  Those colleges interested in continuing Brittanica on a cost share basis were asked to notify Lauren Fancher during the day.  Debbi Dlugolenski, CIO at DTAE, is committed to finding Galileo Upgrade funds.  She asks that the DTAE Library Council send recommendations for Galileo to her by September for the following fiscal year.  The recommendation should include and anticipated increase of 5-7% for current databases, and the cost of any additional databases.  Merryll Penson is available to assist the DTAE Library Council in securing the best price for databases of interest.  

It was decided that the DTAE Library Council Collection Development Committee would make recommendations for FY07 to Debbie Dlugolenski by September 2005.  The Collection Development Committee will meet following the regular council meeting.  

Merryll’s letter also gave an update on the Galileo Upgrade.  A demonstration has been held, which David Bunnell and Stephanie Middleton attended.  A called meeting of the same group attending the demonstration will be held June 1, 2005.

A survey was passed out to the group concerning databases to continue in Galileo.  Members were asked to complete the survey and return to Lauren Fancher by the lunch break.

The next item on the agenda was the Nominating Committee report.  Dawn Adams asked if a Nominating Committee had been appointed by David Bunnell.  There was no response.  Dawn asked if there were members willing to serve on a nominating committee that would report back to the group with nominations following lunch.  Barbara Knight, Gail Roberts, and Jessica Effingham agreed to serve as the nominating committee.  Nominations will be made for Vice Chair/Chair Elect, Secretary, and Public Relations Officer.
Dawn Adams asked if anyone had met to discuss Leadership Award Nominations.  There was no report.  She asked that members go to www.dtae.org/teched/libleader.htl. and be thinking about possible nominees.  Former recipients of the award are the current nominating committee.
Mary Murphy, Better World Books, was introduced to the group.  Their objective is to break the cycle of poverty, worldwide, through education.  She presented a handout (attachment D) describing partnerships with over 300 colleges and universities worldwide to run book campaigns benefiting Books for Africa, Room to Read, and Mission Honduras.  The campaign is free to the college.  They send posters, collection boxes, shipping boxes, tape, instructions on printing out pre-paid shipping labels, and scheduling a free pick up of donated books.  Members applauded this wonderful opportunity!

In the absence of David Bunnell, who was going to report on federated searching, the union catalog, and GIL, Stephanie Middleton was asked to report to the group.  The group was told that having technical college libraries participate in GIL (Georgia Interconnected Libraries) joint database and automated circulation/interlibrary loan system is being looked at again.  GIL is a state initiative through the Board of Regents and would provide access to a huge number of resources through one system.  A local server would no longer be needed.  It would be a great advantage to technical college library users.  Each technical college library would have to be willing to abide by policies and procedures that all participating GIL institutions have to agree to.  Libraries might lose some local control over setting amounts of fines, fees, etc., but would gain by providing increased resources to patrons.  When asked about reliability Ray Calvert, Coastal Georgia Community College, reported that as a participant in GIL his library experienced little down time and excellent speed.
In response to the discussion about GIL, Linda Jones, Griffin Tech, made the motion to re-investigate moving to GIL.  Carol Stanley seconded the motion which carried.  Stephanie Middleton agreed to continue the original committees work towards becoming a part of GIL.
David Bunnell sent word that he would like all council members to take a look at the Library Council Webpage.  Corrections that need to be made should be sent to Ed Barnes.  Linda Floyd stated that a picture taken today would be submitted to replace the previous picture of members.  Ed Barnes also sent a list to the email of library listserv participants.  He asked that he be notified of necessary changes to clean the list up.

GLA planning was next on the agenda.  A discussion ensued about having a program at COMO (Council of Media Organizations) annual conference to be held in Columbus, GA October 12-14, 2005, about COC accreditation with experiences of those who have already gone through the procedure highlighted.  The question was raised whether the program would relate to libraries outside the technical college group.  It was decided that all libraries who are accredited might benefit from the program and that it should be looked into.  Jane Summey agreed to spearhead the proposal with Eddie McLeod and Linda Floyd volunteering to assist.  This group agreed to meet and establish program parameters.  Jane Summey will be responsible for submitting the program proposal to COMO by May 31, 2005.

Council members discussed whether the meeting held during concurrent sessions at COMO was productive.  It was suggested that the council not meet during the busiest day of the conference, and that a meeting be scheduled on the pre-conference day.  A motion was made by Linda Floyd and seconded by Barbe Moore to meet on Wednesday after the COMO opening session.  This motion was defeated.  After further discussion Barbe Moore made a motion that the group meet on Wednesday from 2:00 – 5:00 p.m. with dinner to follow for those interested.  Linda Floyd seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  Dawn Adams asked Linda Floyd to complete the COMO paperwork requesting a meeting room for the council Wed. October 12, 2005 from 2:00-5:00 p.m.  Stephanie Middleton will make dinner reservations.
The question was raised as to whether the group would like to have an August meeting preceding the GOLD annual meeting in Athens.  The group agreed that to have Galileo database recommendations in place by the September submittal date, a meeting should be held in August.  This meeting could possibly be held at Athens Tech at 2:00 p.m. on August 4, 2005.  The Collection Development Committee should be ready to make their recommendations at this time.  The Automation Committee will meet prior to the meeting.  Carol Stanley will check into rooms available for the meeting.

Dawn Adams asked if the library council would be willing to meet the week before the regular consortium day so that Ed Barnes, our DTAE representative, could be present at meetings.  Those in attendance agreed.  Dawn will contact Ed Barnes to see if this change would better suit his schedule.
A drawing was done for CVTC library promotional items.  Jane Summey presented the CVTC Library with a gift basket for hosting the meeting.
Dawn Adams called upon the nominating committee for their report.  The committee made voting ballots which were distributed.  Nominees for Vice Chair/Chair Elect were Barbe Moore, Chattahoochee Tech; Jane Summey, Southeastern Tech; and Linda Floyd, Coosa Valley Tech.  Beth Hedrick, Lanier Tech was nominated as secretary.  Jerry Stovall, South Georgia Tech was nominated as Public Relations officer.   The new officers elected for FY06 were: Linda Floyd, Vice Chair/Chair Elect; Beth Hedrick, Secretary, and Jerry Stovall, Public Relations Officer.

The group was asked to get any public relations information to Jerry Stovall.  The deadline for GLQ information was announced as June 15, 2005.  This information can be sent to Jerry or directly submitted to Susan Cooley scooley@romelibrary.org for inclusion.

Due to lack of participation in the Distance Learning Library Support Committee, Dawn Adams suggested the committee be abolished.  The Collection Development Committee met following the regular meeting of the DTAE Library Council.  
New members of the Library Council were introduced and welcomed to the meeting.

The meeting was adjourned at 1:00 p.m.
