Mr. Sampson asked Steve Conway if today's meeting was called to complete the agenda we had been working on or was it another matter.  Mr Conway said the meeting was called by Ms. Storey to start the semester course conversion process (Q2S) that was presented by TCSG personnel at various meetings held throughout the state in April and May.  Ms. Storey said the conversion process would be very easy to follow.  At the end of Mr. Conway's and Ms. Storey's description of what was to take place, several questions were asked. 
What will be the date this conversion happens?  What will we do with the work already started on the revised curriculum?  How will we handle the contact hours?  Who will have the very last approval of the curriculum? 


	Conclusions
	Mr. Conway said he was unsure of the date the semester system would start.  He said it could be as early as 2011.  The conversion timeline was still not finalized though we would have more time to prepare than originally proposed.  Mr. Conway suggested following the old time line as much as possible so the revised conversion date would not be a problem.  Mr. Conway said the program probes were now on hold.  He said the new conversion process would take care of the current probe situations in ACR. Mr. Conway said he felt confident that state board of the ACR IFCC would have the last approval and input to the final document but that college administrators and the state board would still be able to review and critique the converted programs.  Mr. Conway was asked if we can we get our old certificates back on the TCSG website?

The subject of licenses for painters was discussed as well as OSHA and EPA regulations and finally respirator fitting for the benefit of educating Mr. Conway and Ms. Storey.
