	Discussion
	First order of business was to elect a Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson.  Gordon Carns was elected Chairperson while Helen Hall was elected Vice Chairperson.  Next a series of topics (and discussions) were brought before the group.  These included but not limited to the following:

· Announcement: Major Code change from CIS to CMU3 and CMU4 beginning spring.  Old code can not be deleted until everyone finishes Microcomputer major.

· Comptia A+ certification Technical Certificate of Credit, (TCC) and Dual Enrollment.  The instructor stated that because SCT100 is listed on courses to be taken for this TCC, dual enrollment students can not take it. They must take the equivalent class offered in the high school. The rules are that they can take SCT100 at night….if it is offered.  The instructor stated that SCT100 was not offered at night. The suggestion was made that SCT 100 be eliminated from the A+ certificate, code 58T1, Comptia A+ certified tech prep.  SCT100 can still be offered with curriculum as a selective.

· Statement: There is no bridge.  We need a longer course than SCT100 for a technical support person.

· Discussion of Office Suite courses being eliminated from CIS and taught by BOT/AOT

· CIS and BOT are 2 separate functions.   CIS teaches troubleshooting, analyzing business processes, also how to secure and create customized applications.

· Statement: Microsoft Application Specialist is now apart of BOT

· Statement: Computer Support Specialist (CSS) may need classes beyond Help Desk. At Augusta Tech, CSS analyze processes and uses VBA (Visual Basic for Application) to help improve business processes.

· May want to further investigate a project based class or a project management class.

· Discussion of adding an electronic prerequisite to A+ course.  Majority decided that there was no need, because there were two chapters in CIS 122 book and one or two chapters in CIS 106 books.



	Conclusions
	Computer Support program committee proposes "removing" SCT 100 as a "requirement" for CompTIA A+ Certified Technician Preparation, TCC (5AT1); either removing it all together or adding an "or advisor approval".  This will allow for more flexibility with our dual enrolled high school students.

	Discussion
	Steve Prettyman mentioned that the new probe changes are in place and discussed that after reviewing the probe updates that some of the competencies/standards had some corrections that needed to be made. He suggested if anyone had any suggestions or changes to send them to him. We also, discussed getting a list of book suggestions for the individual courses to add to the course standards.

Discussed trying to get a head count of the schools teaching Internet Specialist and all other multimedia/graphic design programs that use Adobe products to see about getting a state contract for Adobe, similar to Microsoft, to reduce cost of software for individual schools. Brian McDaniel discussed checking on the cost of the software if the instructors were Adobe ACE certified.

Item 1:
Proposal: Make names and descriptions of courses generic and do not include product name where appropriate.

Suggested to ask for vote on general meeting on removing the software application names from the course descriptions for the upcoming probe due to Adobe purchasing Macromedia. This would also allow for individual schools to possible look at using freeware/shareware alternatives.

Item 2:

Proposal: Form a committee (maybe initially the IFCC Executive Committee to look at the feasibility of the following)

The purpose of the proposal is to merge (at least) the Internet Specialist, Programming, and Database areas into "Application Development". Each course offering in these areas would be redesigned to exist in one of three tiers (Interface, Business Rules, and Database). All degrees, diplomas, and certificates in these areas would be created by requesting the student take a set number of courses in each tier. For example, a Web Design student might take 3 interface courses, 1 business rules course, and 1 database course. A programming student might take 1 interface course, 3 business rules courses, and 1 database course. A database student might take 1 interface course, 1 programming course, and 3 database courses.

Advantages: Flexibility-Degrees, diplomas, and certificates can be developed, not only based on course offerings at an individual school, but also can be offering in association with other schools. For example, if school a only offers 1 interface course, and a student wants to be a Web Design major, they can take the other interface courses from another school (on-line). This would allow students across the state to be able to obtain the degree, diploma, or certificate they want, even if their local school does not have all the courses. It also allows the development of the degrees, diplomas, and certificates to be more flexible by requiring student to take a certain number of courses out of each tier without having to be as specific as to which course they have to take (of course this would not work 100% of the time).

Disadvantages: Would require that many courses in each area be redesigned so that the information taught is ONLY specific to the tier. For example, a programming course would not teach interfaces or database development. The code taught would strictly be acceptance of data from the data tier (maybe a dataset), and the passing of the information to the interface tier (exposing a different dataset). Textbooks would have to be requested that hold true to the division of application development via the three tiers.

Optional: Could investigate more tiers such as a platform tier which including operating systems, networking, etc.
