Networking Subcommittee 1:30 Breakout Session Minutes

Review of TCC probe

The consolidated networking TCCs were presented to the committee.  The recommendations made by the IFCC executive committee on April 11 were also presented to the committee.  No recommendations for change were made.  There was discussion on how some were unaware that all schools have to adopt the changes and some schools have come with some innovative ways to use TCCs to encourage students to continue their studies past the TCC level and pursue a degree.  The consensus was that such schools would have to resubmit such TCCs.

Comptia A+ changes

The Comptia A+ certification has changed.  In the past there were two distinct areas of study: hardware and software for which there was a certification test for each area.  The new test consolidates hardware and software in each test.  The first test is basic hardware and software then there are three distinct advanced areas a certification candidate can pursue.  There has been considerable discussion on the list serve that this would affect the way we teach our programs.  The consensus of the committee is that the current method of delivery of material would cover the competencies of the new tests.

TCC changes

There has been considerable change to the Cisco Academy curriculum in the past year or so and more changes are imminent.  The CCNP curriculum has been changed with more emphasis on security.   The CCNA curriculum is currently undergoing a dramatic change which will be in effect this fall.  The following courses are affected by the changes:  CIS 2321, CIS 2322, CIS 276, CIS 277, CIS 2501, CIS 2502, CIS 2503, and CIS 2504.

The following courses are not listed on the DTAE website of approved courses:

CIS 1015, CIS 2725, CIS 2726, CIS 2727, CIS 2728, and CIS 2729

Book list - It was brought up that on the DTAE website that the booklist on the courses are woefully outdated.

Proposed change to networking degree 

The networking subcommittee recommends that the Microsoft Windows Network Administrator Specialty Courses in the degree and diploma programs be modified.  Replace CIS 1142 with CIS XXX a Microsoft approved elective which enables the student who finishes the program and passes all the certification examinations to be awarded the MCSA (Microsoft Certified Systems Administrator.)

Proposed change for description of the Network Administrator TCC.  

The last sentence of the Network Administrator TCC is as follows:

The student is prepared to the MCSA (Microsoft Certified Systems Administrator) exam.

The proposed change is as follows:

The student is prepared to the MCP (Microsoft Certified Professional) exam.

“Operating system courses”

The networking subcommittee recommends that CIS 2149 and CIS 2554 be considered as operating system courses and that the prerequisite of an operating system course be removed from the standard for CIS 2149.

2. The Chair reminded the Executive Committee of the upcoming October meeting and that action items from this committee needed to be submitted to the Chair and to Larry Roberson at DTAE.

3. Consortium Chair, Lorri Christopher, announced that a new Consortium Chair would need to be elected at the February, 2008 meeting. This is in keeping with consortium Committee rules. Dwight Watt was welcome back to the CIS Consortium. He shared that Ginger Mathis, Computer Support Specialist Committee Chair (formerly Microcomputer Specialist) had returned to teaching after her surgery.

4. CIS Program enrollment is increasing and demand for CIS professionals is increasing.

5. Microsoft Application Deployment options:

VISTA and Office 2007

Consortium members indicated their local businesses and industries were not rushing to implement the Microsoft VISTA operating system, but were beginning to implement Office 2007. Most of the colleges indicated they planned to migrate to Office 2007 in the Winter Quarter, 2008. Colleges are gearing up to teach Office 2007 and the new VISTA operating system. It was noted that for students and faculty acquiring new PC’s or Desktops that a conversion application is available free currently from Microsoft to convert Office 2007 Documents to Office 2003 documents as new PC systems are being sold with VISTA and Office 2007.
Microsoft Software Acquisition

The CIS Consortium recently received details on the new Microsoft campus software acquisition programs. Microsoft indicated they are working with DTAE to migrate to a statewide consortia contract that would result in all colleges being able to take advantage of the DTAE college student total volume when acquiring course needed software. A DTAE college statewide volume agreement would reduce the cost of Microsoft software for all colleges as a result of the collective volume numbers. Discussion on how to acquire affordable Microsoft Office 2007 applications, ACCESS, Publisher, VISIO, Project, and other course applications for campus programs beyond CIS was discussed.

Current options for affordable Microsoft Office 2007 professional include:

1. Course Technology, Pearson, and Thomson offer a 6 month Office 2007 license for $10 with the purchase of an accompanying text or designated course materials.
2. Colleges with an MSDN or MSDNAA agreement are eligible to acquire an unlimited MS Office 2007 Professional copy with ACCESS and Publisher included for $84.98 through JourneyEd; http://www.journeyed.com/select through the Microsoft Select program. Other software applications such as VISIO, Project, and Adobe products are also available through the site. The new program details have been posted on the CIS ListServe.

	Conclusions
	Colleges were encouraged to make their 2007-8 Microsoft agreement commitments as details on when a final Microsoft Consortium agreement completion date were not available. Current discussions indicated the possibility of adjustments once a final agreement is reached.
