	conclusion
	1.   Mr. Penrose suggested the CVT 110 course be offered as an “or” class along with Intro to Echo “or” Intro to Vascular.  The credit hours would not change, only the course options. 
He explained that all imaging program standards would be meet in the following way:   CVT 110 would be an option for Cardiovascular Technology program students; Intro to Echo for Echocardiography program students, Intro to Vascular would be offered for Vascular program students. Mr. Penrose explained that this option would better prepare the student for the course of study that they have chosen to pursue, without changing the credit hours.   

Mr. Penrose recommended that the course be listed as follows:  CVT 110 or CVT ### (Intro to Echo) or VAS ### (Intro to Vascular).

A motion was made by Tina Welch to adopt the recommendation.  The motion was unanimously seconded. 

2.  Mr. Penrose recommended that AHS 102 be offered as an “or” course along with Intro to Vascular for Echo “or” Intro to Echo for Vascular.  The Echocardiography program instructors agreed that their students would benefit from and Intro to Vascular course, Drug Calculation & Administration was not required by the ARDMS.  The Vascular program instructors agreed that their students would benefit from an Introduction to Echocardiography course. 
Mr. Penrose recommended that the course be listed as follows:  AHS 102 or CVT ### (Intro to Echo) or DMS 208  (Intro to Vascular).
A motion was made by Tina Welch to adopt the recommendation.  The motion was unanimously seconded.

	Conclusions
	Christine Schara asked for recommendations to course sequence.  The group discussed the current course sequence and agreed that schools may vary course sequence to meet their individual program needs.  The group agreed that this falls under DTAE standards.
 Ms. Dawn Irwin recommended that the proposed AHS 102 combination be moved to the eight quarter for the Echocardiography and Vascular program students.  She explained how this move toward the end of the program sequence would allow the students more time to become proficient in their chosen profession before being introduced to new techniques and anatomy.

	Conclusions
	Much discussion from each college was done on how to increase the number of graduates that take the national boards.  Program directors voiced their concerns about retaining program accreditation due to new guidelines from JRC-DMS (the accrediting body for ultrasound programs) using student outcomes as a major factor in program accreditation.  All programs shared frustrations and concerns over how to help students pay for and take the registry exams.  Many ideas were placed on the table without any definite decisions being made.  Kathie Ivester suggested that Mr. Penrose meet with herself and Dr. Teresa Resch at the state office to discuss this problem more in depth and possibilities that would be available, if any, through the state office.  All members were in agreement with this plan.  
A motion was made that we adjourn and was seconded by Mrs. Welch.
