	There was some confusion as to whether the probes conducted in 2006 had been actually approved or not.

	Conclusions
	It was determined that the program specific probes had been approved on November 6th, 2006.  Therefore all schools are now able to implement the changes discussed in the probe for Carpentry Diploma, Certified Construction Worker TCC, Construction Management Degree, and the Cabinetmaking Diploma and Degree.  Furthermore, the TCC Consolidation probe conducted in 2007 has also been approved.  Schools should immediately implement all course and name changes as a result of this probe.

	Discussion
	Several members indicated that the lab hours in many of the Carpentry courses were not realistic with the hours available to actually teach the courses.  Specifically, CAR-117, CAR-118, and CAR-119 had too many lab hours allocated to each course.

	Conclusions
	In preparation for the Probe in 2010, Kenny Adkins will assign specific carpentry courses to particular schools for a thorough review of the entire course including competencies, contact hours needed to teach the course, reference materials, etc.  Rather than review every carpentry course during the next Probe, the consortium will spread out the review of the over the next 2 years at regularly scheduled consortium meetings.  The goal being that all courses will be reviewed in  time to post changes at the FY10 Probe.

Those courses were CMT-201, Residential Estimating Review, CMT-202, Construction Drafting I, CMT-205, Residential Code Review, CMT-213, Computerized Construction Scheduling, and CMT-217, Construction Contracting.  

	Conclusions
	Since the probe was approved without the accompanying changes in the course guides, it was determined that any updates in the courses should wait until the next Probe scheduled for 2010.  The following schools volunteered to review and recommend updates to the full IFCC prior to the 2010 Probe.  They are:  Gwinnett Technical College, CMT-201 and CMT-205.  Central Georgia Technical College, CMT-213.  Coosa Valley Technical College, CMT-202 and CMT-217.
