Student learning outcomes (SLO) are more specific to specializations. Know (cognitive), Think (affective), and Do (Psychomotor). Core abilities must be tied to each learning outcome. Each competency must have domain, category, verb and core ability defined.

	All courses must be edited appropriately, since each competency must be able to be assessed. Be aware of Bloom’s taxonomy verbs, and progression of skill levels through courses.
