	Articulation – Hilda Tompkins has asked us to come up with a unified statement about accreditation of campus child development labs in the Early Childhood Care and Education Programs.  Lisa White suggested Center of Distinction and Standards of Care as a way of supporting the state quality initiatives.   Gary Larson suggested giving as much flexibility as possible  - allowing programs to decide what they pursue (beyond licensing).  Debbie Brodowski suggested a tiered approach.  

Drafted statement: The ECE IFCC recommends that colleges with ECCE learning centers obtain and maintain state licensure.  Furthermore, centers are then encouraged to seek validation of quality through state of national codes of accreditation beyond licensing (e.g.  Standards or care or national accreditation)

 A discussion followed about how much freedom programs should have/ need for making this decision, and about what type of statement is needed.

Hilda Tompkins explained that we have to have some way to assure that the experiences of our children and staff are high quality, and that should be some sort of EXTERNAL review.

Motion to accept the following statement:

	Discussion
	Southwest: Met in september and today.  Discussed facility changes, internship requirements (booklet).  This group needs a vice-president.

East Central: met in September.  Discussed online courses and the fact that each college has it’s own needs, and administrators with requirements and that each college should be allowed to do their own things.  University of Cincinnati accepts credits from our colleges.

West Central: This group talked about interest in a committee statewide to align courses statewide with national standards for NAEYC accreditation for two-year colleges; Delmar has changed all of their ISBN’s; Flint River Tech is using NOCTI as exit exam.

Southeast: Cindy Edenfield reported that the substitution of MAT 196 is NOT a goal of the group (articulation).  The group discussed all developmental classes, as well as advising, tutoring within developmental areas (students who are passing class but not EXIT exam); Discussed changes coming in BOR schools that are impacting our COC articulation; The group questioned faculty credentials of part-time faculty – is there a policy that is stated about credentials of adjunct faculty?  Recommendation from Savannah Tech regarding articulation with Armstrong Atlantic State University: BOR is changing ECE degree (they are taking out bachelor requirement to take out speech and are adding geography instead).  Humanities course needs to be required in AAS.  Recommendation is that SPC 191 or HUM 191.  (Hilda’s response – in PROBE adding 193 ENG or HUM 191; not statewide; articulation agreements vary. Response is that Savannah needs to do something on their own).  Group also discussed portfolios, and an interest in reviving the statewide committee to look at portfolios.

Northwest: Discussed local Super Saturdays, Online learning (Western Governor’s); two-year college accreditation.

Northeast: Reported MAT 196/ 191 also 190 – really encouraging modeling rather than college algebra at Athens Tech; The group requested to have a Pre-K Consultant to come and talk to about Pre-K teacher requirements (Hilda – person who was allowed to teach PK with a diploma only who were working toward AAS).  Group stated that it is necessary for pre-k folks to understand our curriculum.

Response to latest PROBE – responses – 20 colleges agreed
Asset prep workshops.  These are 6 hour refresher courses (they are DECAL accepted training hours).  Hilda is trying to increase participation in prep workshops.  There are 5 left this year. 

There are two new R&R's in Technical colleges around the state, so R&R's exist at Swainsboro, Flint River, Savannah, South Georgia Tech.
Birth to five preparation and certification program: Colleges now offering b-5 include Mercer, KSU (in development); Gainesville has preparation program but not certification

Articulation statewide in this 0-5 certification program.  Criteria for articulation – COC only; AAS graduate only; must have 2.5 GPA; must take GACE and other required exams; transfer student must meet all other PSC/ BOR requirements – 42 hours in articulation agreement

DTAE articulation agreement with Mercer – same criteria for articulation as above.  Celebration will be planned sometime in the spring.

DECAL existing and future initiatives:
Professional development system – career levels and trainer registry; The new plan will be presented on February 15 from 10-1 at the Loudermilk Center 

Early Childhood Comprehensive System

Working with DHR, DPH, family health branch – to build a comprehensive EC system through collaboration of service providers, families, communities, and policy makers.  Sub committees include: parent support, parent education, ECE training, access to health insurance and medical homes; mental health and emotional development

New Initiative: Voluntary system – quality rating system (QRS) – draft by last month?  Components include family, parent and community involvement; program characteristics; staff characteristics; health and education
