3. Be aware of the Core Principles and Framework of the Board of Regents of the University System of Georgia

4. Think of what courses would look like in a semester system

5. Come up with an improved numbering system to eliminate confusion regarding non-degree General Education courses

6. Have very specific competencies for each course

7. Think of groupings of courses for program areas

8. Consider 2 as a prefix for course numbering of second year courses

9. Consider adjustment of placement test scores

10. Speak to Financial Aid about course numbering and how credit is awarded
