	Discussion
	Alysen provided the agenda for the meeting (Atch 1) and various documents she had collected that other consortia as well as the Executive Board of the IFCC for mathematics had been working on for some time (Atch 2 - 15). She summarized actions as renumbering the mathematics courses and combining MAT 100, MAT 101, and MAT 111 into a single course. Derek Lance provided an overview of what has transpired in the mathematics curricula revision process to date, citing the lack of detailed course revision since 1992. Kathie Ivester provided an explanation of the course revision process and the probe process.

	Course revisions – MAT 1012

	Discussion
	The consolidation of MAT 100, MAT 101, and MAT 111 into a single course, resembling the current MAT 101 (see attachments) was discussed. Several objections were expressed to the deletion of MAT 111. The objections related to elimination of this course removes business related content that had been initially emplaced in 1992 and reaffirmed by the General Education-Mathematics probe of 1998.
It was suggested that this objection could be met by adding an optional competency entitled "Applications." This would allow colleges that wanted to include content to support their various occupational programs to do so; otherwise the proposed MAT 1012 would be strictly a course in basic mathematics.

	It was moved, seconded and agreed by the majority that the consortium propose MAT 1012 be modified by the IFCC to include the "Applications" competency.

	COURSE REVISIONS –  MAT 1013

	Discussion
	MAT 1013 is the proposed renumbering of MAT 103 the diploma level algebraic concepts course. Currently, students wishing to pursue a degree must have scored a 42 on the algebra portion of the ASSET placement test (or equivalent) in order to take Mathematics Modeling MAT 190 (proposed MAT 1101) or College Algebra  MAT 191 (proposed MAT 1111). In the case of Contemporary Mathematics MAT 196 (potentially proposed 1001) the student must have scored a 39 on the ASSET (or equivalent)  (see http://www.dtae.org/teched/standards/AdmissionStandards.htm). Those not so scoring must successfully complete (C or better) the MAT 098/099 (0098/0099) series courses and score a 37 or better on the Compass placement test in order to take MAT 190 or MAT 191 whether or not they have successfully completed MAT 103. In the case of MAT 196, students must successfully complete MAT 098 (0098). 

	Conclusions
	It was noted that the course content of MAT 103 overlapped that of MAT 098 and 099. In addition, MAT 098 is a required pre-requisite of MAT 103 for students not scoring a 37 on ASSET (Elementary Algebra) or equivalent. Thus, the consortium recommended that MAT 103 be designated a substitute course for MAT 098.

	Discussion
	The proposed course revisions were being seen at this meeting for the first time by some of the schools and there was little discussion on the majority of the courses. The content of MAT 196 was identified as requiring revision to make it more in line with the University System of Georgia's MATH 1001 Quantitative Skills and Reasoning course, and thus more palatable as a transferable course into the University  System.

	In addition, it was noted that the pre-requisite in the proposed revised DTAE standard would need to be revised to coincide with those of MAT 190 (1101) and MAT 191 (1111) to achieve this palatability.

	In addition, for the same transferability rationale, the addition of an online lab was recommended for MAT 195 (1131) Differential Calculus bringing the quarter hour total to 6 by adding 2 Demonstration hours to the course. This would make it fit the 4 Semester hours of the USG MAT 1131 course.

	MAT 099 Exit Requirements

	Discussion
	For MAT 099, a discussion was had regarding the exit requirements. It was noted that a Compass score of 37 or higher was required to take MAT 191 and that the MAT 098/099 series were a developmental series to prepare students for MAT 191. It was noted that the COMPASS score itself was not an exit score for the course and the relationship of MAT 099 and Compass testing was an individual college implementation issue. Not all colleges are using the same procedure; however, all colleges require students to pass MAT 099 before taking the Compass. Some schools noted that students passing MAT 099 but failing to score a 37 on Compass could only receive a D for the course. In most cases, this would necessitate the student retaking the course since it is a pre-requisite for the Compass and a qualifying  score on Compass is a pre-requisite for MAT 190/191.
