	Discussion of standard grading scale

	Discussion
	There was discussion of areas in which associate degree programs could standardize.  One such area is the grading scale.  Material was circulated regarding grading scales in other schools across the state.  The majority of programs, including public and private and all program types, use less than 75% as a failing grade.  Some programs have higher scores that must be met to pass.  The pass rate for NCLEX has been raised nationwide to a conversion of approximately 80-82%.  It would also help to promote a more seamless articulation for our students if our grading scales were more in line with BSN programs.

	Conclusions
	The committee would like to work on a standardized grading scale that includes making less than 75% a failing grade.
