	Mr. Gray introduced Mr. Cope to the group to discuss the survey the committee emailed the members a few months ago.

Question #6: What is the number one industry your students are getting employed in?  This question brought a length discussion and the answers were varied, depending on the demographic of the College.

Question #10:  If DTAE helped support a state wide software package and you could choose 4 different software packages with a 20 seat limit, how much would your College be willing to pay to be able to use these?  This response was also varied as to what is taught and how ASTI could give accommodate a state wide software deal.  At this time Mrs. Brookshire, told the group to submit what you would like and she would review it to see how she could help.

After Mr. Cope presentation, he entertained additional questions from the survey.

It was suggested by one the member that the 5 credit hour program be bumped up to 6 credit hours.  Another member asked, how can we reduce the contact hours for the diploma and or degree program?  It was mentioned that the state only mandate 25 credit hours for diploma program per week.  Mr. Cope informed the group that some of the colleges are going to hybrid classes and require the students to do most of the work away from the class.  You will also need to require the student to purchase the software so that can work on their assignments away from class.

A question was asked if we should combine DDF 100 and DDF 101?  No, said some members because that is how we separate board drafting form CAD.

Mr. Gray asked if drafting instructors want to teach the required math classes that are required for the drafting student.  It was suggested that we look at teaching the math for drafting.

Course electives were discussed.  Emphasis was placed on technical related elective for credit; otherwise they may not be accepted.  Blue print reading was suggested as a technical related elective. 

Mr. Cope will check into the minimum number of credit hours required for core classes.

Drafting has two classifications of classes in its program, DDF and DDS, we might need to make them all one or the other.

Revamp and rename DDF 108 for several reasons.  It was suggested that descriptive geometry be removed from DDF 108.

Add one (1) more credit hour to DDF 106.
