
Summary of General Education Meetings
November 30 and December 2, 2010


All 26 technical colleges were represented at one or both of the general education sessions on November 30 (Chattahoochee Tech, Acworth) or December 2 (Wiregrass, Ben Hill/Irwin). We had a total of 197 participants, with each group as indicated.

Overview and Summary of Discussions

The new AREAS chart was presented and discussed. For ASSOCIATE degrees (AAS and AS), there will be 4 areas as follows:
· AREA I – Language Arts/Communication
· AREA II - Social/Behavioral Sciences
· AREA III – Natural Sciences/Mathematics
· AREA IV – Humanities/Fine Arts
· Students must take a minimum of 3 hours from each of the four areas AND an additional three hours from any of the four areas (total of 15 hours minimum).
· An additional chart will be developed indicating which AREA each of the TCSG state approved general education courses belong; this will be discussed on the December 8, 2010, VPAA telephone conference.
· It was noted that none of the Learning Support Courses (0096, 0097, 0098, 0099) were considered general education; in addition the following courses ARE NOT considered general education.
· ALHS Courses
· BIOL 2113, 2114, 2117 (Anatomy and Physiology; Microbiology)
· COMP 1000 Introduction to Computers (this is NOT considered computer science)
· EMPL 1000 Interpersonal Relations and Professional Development
· PSYC 1150, 2103, 2250 (Industrial/Organizational Psychology; Human Development; Abnormal Psychology)
· ENGL 1105 Technical Communications

· The crosswalk was provided and explained. A handout on “How to Access the Q2S Crosswalk” electronically was provided. It was noted that the crosswalk is a fluid document and the most current crosswalk can be found by accessing it electronically.
· A handout on how to access courses and programs on the TCSG website was provided and explained.
· For DIPLOMA programs, there will no longer be an AREA chart. At the November Presidents’ Council, concern was expressed about the AREA chart for diploma programs. Since there is no general education requirements for diploma programs by COC nor COE, TCSG will no longer use an AREA chart. For DIPLOMA programs the courses will continue to be taught, but will be put in with other required courses within the program. There would be a “Basic Skills Courses” section before the “Occupational Courses” are listed. This is going to be discussed and explained in detail at the VPAA Telephone Conference on December 8. 
· Those attending the general education meetings November 30 and December 2 would like a list of “non program specific diploma courses” similar to what we are doing for the four areas of the associate degree.
· Also, if ENGL 1010 (for example) is not considered general education, do colleges still need to do outcome assessment, student learning outcome assessments, etc.,  on these courses now that they are not classified as general education (for COE and COC).

Items of Discussion That Need Resolution
· There was confusion on the exact definition of the following terms. When asked and discussed, interpretation of these terms varied considerably. It was recommended that the system office send out specific definitions to be sure everyone is using the same definition. 
· Provisional Admission
· Program Admission
· Regular Admission vs Program Admission (is there a difference?)
· For general education courses that do not have a math component, it was suggested that the prerequisite be listed as “ENGL 1101 Ready” or a similar wording instead of “Program Admission.” With “Program Admission” the student must have exited or be exempt from ALL learning support (including MATH), but the courses below do not require specific math skills, so the consensus was to have students exempt or exit from READ and ENGL learning support—thus “ENGL 1101 Ready.” The courses that would have “ENGL 1101 Ready” as a prerequisite are as follows:
· ENGL 2130
· SPCH 1101
· HIST 1111, 1112, 2111, 2112
· POLS 1101
· PSYC 1101 and 1150
· SOCI 1101
· For the following courses, it was suggested that ENGL 1101 be a Pre-requisite OR Co-requisite. If a college wanted it as a Pre-requisite, the college could make this change since it would be strengthening the requirement.
· ARTS 1101
· HUMN 1101
· MUSC 1101
· There was a lot of discussion on the Compass testing at both sessions—should the COMPASS be given after ENGL 0098 and after MATH 0099. The requirement as we know it is to have students test on the Compass after they take the ENGL 0098/MATH 0099 courses and the score on the compass determines if the student can go to ENGL 1101 or MATH 1101/1111.  Some want COMPASS testing after ENGL 0098/MATH 0099 taken out (and if student passes ENGL 0098/MATH 0099 then just go to next level). However, the mini core is tied in to this decision. Majority of colleges are following this policy, but a few are not. Need clarification on this.
· The Pre-requisite for the semester ENGL 1101 course currently reads “ENGL 0098 – English III OR Appropriate Placement Test Score AND READ 0098 – Reading III OR Appropriate Placement Test Score.”
· The Pre-requisite for the semester MATH 1101 and MATH 1111 courses currently reads “Minimum ASSET scores of 42 (or COMPASS equivalent) OR completion of MATH 0099, Intermediate Algebra, with a minimum exit ASSET score of 42 (or COMPASS equivalent).”
· There was also discussion on whether the prerequisites for MATH 1101, 1111, 1127 should read “Exit from or Exempt READ 0098” and not Program Admission (is exiting or exempting ENGL learning support needed to be successful in math courses)?
· MATH 1100, Quantitative Skills and Reasoning – should the prequisite be “Exit or Exempt Math 0099” OR should it be “Exit or Exempt MATH 0098.” It seems some are using Math 0098 and others Math 0099.

Other Areas of Discussion (B. Moore Will Respond)

· ENGL 0098 – can an institution add credit hours to the class without “officially” changing the class? Can an institution move the lecture/lab hours around as long as the credit hours stay the same? Answer – credit hours cannot be added to the class, but lecture/lab hours can be modified as long as the credit hour does not change.
· Some courses list “NONE” as the Pre-requisite/Co-requisite requirements. Can this be changed to “Provisional Admission” instead since colleges do not want a student who is taking a 0096 course or lower in these classes. COMP 1000 was the course discussed and reviewed in the November 30/December 2 meetings that attendees thought “Provisional Admission” was more appropriate for Pre-requisites and Co-requisites than “None.” However, other courses have “None” as the pre- co-requisite, and these might need to be changed (a good many are in the marketing and business courses).
·  Can MATH 1012 substitute for MATH 1011? It appears some colleges have been told “no” by TCSG but others are either not offering 1011 (thus substituting it) while others are substituting 1012 for 1011 on a case by case basis.
