	Discussion
	Key Note Speaker, Ben Halpert, CISSP, Lockheed Security Manager, addressed issues of Information Security. Mr. Halpert outlined the education sequences and certification sequences for successful employment in security positions. He also shared information on targeted attacks, botnets, phishing, state-sponsored Cyber-warfare, identity theft. He enumerated education options and qualifications, general skills and aptitudes, security certifications and common job titles. Mr. Halpert emphasized the importance of ISO 17024 as a certification guide. Ben opined that Information Security Jobs in Georgia will out pace the nation. He advocated for the formation of student chapters in information security in Georgia Technical colleges. He pointed to the magazine Techlink a good resource. Opportunities abound in security coding, Open Web Application and other areas of information security. Mr. Halpert pointed to Information security as the best avenue to launch a technology career due to its rapid changing nature. The presentation Ben shared was provided on the ListServe. Mr Halpert is a PhD candidate in Information Security at Nova Southeastern, and an adjunct faculty member in Information Security at American Intercontinental University. He is a Gwinnett Technical College CIS Advisory Board member.

	Discussion
	COMPTIA – Al Rowland shared certification opportunities available from CompTIA. Many DTAE colleges have licensed CompTIA individually for their campuses. Alan shared the savings available to DTAE colleges if DTAE acquired volume licensing. With 15 campuses participating, the state can save over $7,000 dollars and each DTAE institution participating would save $490 annually in CompTIA license fees. In addition, full-time and adjunct faculty members teaching in CIS would be permitted to sit for one certification exam annually at no cost by obtaining a voucher from CompTIA.

Students seeking certifications would receive a greater than 50% discount on CompTIA certification exams. Campus testing for CompTIA certification exams can be arranged through VUE using three or more computers concurrently.

Ogechee Technical College is offering certification courses for Georgia Southern College and generating additional revenue as local college students seek certifications.




	Conclusions
	The cost of CompTIA certification materials and testing can be reduced by collaborating in a multiple DTAE college consortium. Major savings exist by combining colleges and seeking a joint CompTIA agreement for DTAE.

 2.  Naming convention for Microsoft networking courses

Rationale: Microsoft operating system courses and versions of Microsoft change frequently.  Many colleges include the version of the operating system in the Course title.  An example of this is CIS 2160: Installation, Configuration, and Administration of Microsoft Exchange 2000 Server.  Having a course number tied to a specific version of Microsoft operating system forces the colleges to have a new course number when a new operating system version is released. In the case of CIS 2160, the course title should be changed from Installation, Configuration, and Administration of Microsoft Exchange 2000 Server to Installation, Configuration, and Administration of Microsoft Exchange Server. The following recommendation was made by the networking subcommittee:

All current Microsoft courses should have the purpose of the course in the title without specifying the Microsoft version so when a new version is released new course numbers are not created and whenever possible the same course number can be used.

 This recommendation was approved by the CIS IFCC Faculty Consortium.       

     
3. Soft skills

The importance of soft skills and business awareness in the CIS curriculum was discussed. Many ideas were discussed on how to incorporate soft skills into the curriculum.  It was a consensus that acquiring soft skills is a process and should be incorporated throughout each program class offering.  

The following recommendation was presented by the networking subcommittee:

The work ethics program should be emphasized in the program courses.  

This recommendation was withdrawn and a new motion was presented from the floor to the consortia after much discussion. Discussion focused on how best to ensure focus on work ethics attributes, and its importance to employability. A suggestion from the floor was made to create a separate non-credit graded required work ethics course for all campus students to ensure that Work Ethics became a primary focus for students. 

Eliminate work ethics from program courses and develop create a separate non-credit required work ethics course for all campus students. 

This motion made from the floor was unanimously approved by the CIS IFCC Faculty Consortium.

B. Internet Specialist Chair: Steve Prettyman, Chattahoochee Technical College

  1. Before the next Probe, the Programming, Internet Specialist, and Database Committees will               get together to look at a complete redesign of these three curriculums.

 Structural considerations include placing all three groups under an "Application Development" umbrella, possibly developing a Pod concept in which students select from a collection of Pods to develop their CIS certificate, diploma, or AAS. Consider utilizing generic course names, instead of course names specific to a software package. Work at partnering with 4-year colleges to create transfer possibilities.

	Probe Update 2/8/2007 (Not a part of minutes, but wish no confusion as  minutes are reviewed): As a result of issues related to the TCC Consolidation Probe process and the impact they may have on the Probe process, we have been asked to refrain from implementing any Probe changes for the next couple of months until these issues have been resolved. If there are compelling issues, please work with your VPI’s and with Larry Roberson and Dr. Resch in resolving them. 

This morning 2/8/2007, we received the following message to share with each you from Larry Roberson, DTAE Instructional Support Services. 

“I would recommend and strongly encourage faculty not make any such movement since we are dealing with issues concerning the proposed certificate consolidations until the Board makes the changes official.  I know in the past, we (DTAE central office) have given a verbal ok to implement changes when we felt no issues were present in proposals or Board approval would happen with in a few weeks.  I don’t feel right now with CIS we can now say there are not issues (at least in the certificate consolidations).  Will you please touch base with the CIS faculty who may perceive it is ok to implement changes and let them know that official Board approval needs to happen before changes are implemented?  This will keep everyone in the clear with PAS visitations, accreditation related issues, their VPIs and Presidents.”  
Future Meetings & Conclusion:

The DTAE IFCC CIS Faculty Consortium voted at their meeting in February, 2006 to hold a combined Regional Consortium meeting on Friday, May 18, 2007, the regularly scheduled regional consortium meeting day at one location in order to act on regional input quickly. A location for the May meeting was discussed. Atlanta Area Technical College and Augusta Technical College volunteered to host the meeting. After a vote, Augusta Technical College was chosen as the meeting location.
