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Project Overview

No tutoring services were available on the Elbert County Campus of Athens Technical College prior to December 2001.  Our Academic Support Center was developed to meet the many needs of our students by providing a variety of tutoring tools.  At Athens Technical College, we have a significant number of nontraditional students, many of whom enter on a provisional status.  They need academic assistance, as well as help with study skills, time and stress management, and test taking skills, to name a few.  The Academic Support Center offers students free subject tutoring by the Coordinator of the Center as well as paid and volunteer student tutors.

Our goal is to provide students with additional academic assistance in courses offered through Athens Technical College to ensure that they are successful in their academic endeavors.  All students enrolled in Athens Technical College would have access to the Center and the tools available therein.  Services would include tutoring, study skills strategies, and academic counseling to include learning styles, test taking skills, time management, personality assessment, and career exploration.  Participation in these services will enable students to obtain the basic skills necessary to succeed at the college level thereby making it more likely that they will complete a diploma or degree program.

The final projected outcomes for the Academic Support Center project include increased and improved performance of special population students.  By helping students succeed in core classes, they are more likely to complete either a diploma or associate degree.  In the short term, the program will empower the students.  The academic assistance they receive will assist them in developing strong study skills, time management skills, organizational skills and will increase their self-confidence.  By working with them regarding career placement, we can assist students in developing an educational plan that is compatible with their life goals.  Long-term improvement for the College includes an increase in retention and graduation rates.
