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Project Overview

The purpose of this project is to develop an Online Broadcast Technology diploma program curriculum. As telecommunications companies transition from analog to digital systems, the number of broadcast technicians with the skills to work with these new systems is decreasing. Atlanta Technical College in partnership with Georgia Public Television will develop an online curriculum for current and potential broadcast technicians to get trained and certified in this new area. As the Atlanta area continues to become the new mecca for telecommunications and technological growth, Atlanta Technical College will be poised to provide the essential training in this particular area as well as other desired areas for new and existing companies. 

Georgia Public Television has identified 40 existing employees that will need this training immediately. As Atlanta Technical College's relationships with BellSouth, AT&T and CNN continue to develop, it is projected that these companies will express an even higher interest in this type of training for their employees. With new students becoming aware of and interested in this program, Atlanta Technical College projects that it will be able to maintain an enrollment of  20-25 students per quarter in this program. The measurable outcomes are as follows: (1) complete development of the Online Broadcast Technology program by June 30, 2002, and prepare for implementation beginning summer, 2002, (2) by the end of spring, 2003, train 100% of the employees identified by Georgia Public Television, and (3) 100% of other companies needing training in this area will be able to refer their employees to this program by July 1, 2003.

The tangible outcome of this project is the online curriculum itself, which will be accessible at anytime from any place via the Internet.  The intangible outcome will be the ability to provide tangible training of a program that is offered completely online to desiring students and employees of local businesses. The quality of the project will be determined by the satisfaction demonstrated by the students enrolled in the program as well as the satisfaction demonstrated by Georgia Public Television or any other local company desiring training for their employees. The project will be evaluated first through the debugging of the online courses and secondly through standard surveying that would consist of course evaluations, providing evidence of student and employer satisfaction.
