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Project Overview

The purpose of this project is to positively impact  the number of secondary students seeking admission to nontraditional occupational training through Atlanta Technical College.  Activities are needed to disseminate information addressing contextual learning in math and science at the secondary and postsecondary levels, thus expanding career choices made by high school students.  Since nontraditional and technical fields can be an effective path to raising the earnings of students, more connecting activities are required between the high school career technology divisions, math and science departments, guidance counselors,language arts teacher and the college to accomplish this goal.  Atlanta Tech would benefit from the increased enrollment of students in nontraditional and technical programs and the promotion of nontraditional training throughout the service delivery area. The business community at large would also benefit from the number of skilled workers available for employment.

Atlanta Technical College seeks to provide staff development activities in the areas of career exploration and technical skills attainment to at least 35% of the career technology, math, science and counseling faculty from the Fulton County and Atlanta Public School systems.  

The project objectives are designed to facilitate cooperative, hands-on problem solving experiences, which build and strengthen relationships among the participants. The college anticipates at least a 15% increase in the number of students participating in the Postsecondary Options program, as well as a 10% increase in the number of high school graduates entering Atlanta Technical College in programs that are nontraditional for their gender. A rating scale will be developed, for use by participants, to determine the effectiveness of workshop content and relevance to each program area. The project evaluation will be based on at least an 80% satisfaction rating from the workshop participants.
