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Project Overview

The purpose of this project is to increase the number of high school students transitioning from secondary education to enrollment at Augusta Technical College by providing focused recruitment efforts and offering test preparation classes.  The need for the project is evident.  Only 8% of the Fall 2001 enrollment were high school graduates enrolling within one year of graduation.  Fall Quarter 2000 data indicated that 47% of area high school graduates required at least one remedial course upon entry into Augusta Technical College.  Expected rates of enrollment of high school students is not being met using traditional recruiting methods and recent high school graduates are not prepared for entry into postsecondary classes based upon ASSET test scores.

The Central Savannah River Area (CSRA) needs a qualified, well-educated, highly skilled workforce t attract new industry, expand current businesses, and maintain the current workforce needs of area businesses and industries.  The goal of this project is to recruit adequate numbers of high school graduates into Augusta Technical College to achieve at least 10% of the Fall 2002 enrollment in order to develop this workforce.  

The final project outcomes will be evaluated on the following tangible criteria:  A minimum of 800 seniors will attend Senior Day and take home an information CD; a minimum of 320 seniors will attend an ASSET Prep Session and complete testing; a minimum of 160 parents will attend a parent orientation, and a minimum of 10% of Fall 2002 enrollment will be recent high school graduates.  Evaluation of the forms distributed at Senior Day, ASSET Prep classes, and Parent Orientation will be reviewed and information will be used to make changes or additions to future programs.  Final Project outcomes will also be evaluated on the following intangible criteria:  identifying and communicating to students and parents the academic skills needed to prepare for entrance into programs of choice at technical colleges; simplifying the application, testing, and registration process by developing a model to achieve a smooth transition.
