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Project Overview

The purpose of this project is to install a state of the art operating room on campus that will serve students enrolled in the newly implemented Surgical Technology diploma program.  The program needs, and has had no facility in which the students can simulate surgical procedures in the environment in which they will work as trained Surgical Technicians.  Students must demonstrate knowledge of surgical procedures from a wide range of specialties.  This project will provide students the opportunity to demonstrate competencies required of surgical technicians, thus enhancing their confidence as graduates to enter the workforce fully prepared.

The goal the Division expects to achieve is to improve employment attainment and retention.  It is the Division’s goal that the heightened level of preparedness graduates will realize as a result of this project’s implementation will enhance the probability of graduate employment and employment retention.  

Desired project outcomes are that 100% of students graduating will pass the Certification of Surgical Technology exam, 100% will be placed in employment, and 70% will be retained in employment one year from graduation.
