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Project Overview

Griffin Technical College faculty and staff have stated the strategic priority initiative to “increase the College’s commitment to student access, equity, and educational progress by developing and refining programs and services which promote student retention and success.”  Currently there are only a handful of disabled students who try to take advantage of the opportunities at GTC.  There is a need to develop the infrastructure to meet this strategic priority for disabled students.  Disabled students need a greater chance of developing their skills with a solid technical education.  This group has been overlooked in development of programs, curricula, and services during the rapid growth of GTC.  In this time of growth, Griffin Tech has not had the funds to promote faculty professional development in the area of accommodating disabled students.

The goals of this project are to: 1) Provide Griffin Technical College faculty and staff with guidelines, training and curriculum for future training on how to accommodate students with disabilities in the classroom and; 2) Provide disabled students with the technology to be successful in class.  The Perkins grant funds will allow GTC to purchase hardware and software that improves the ability of disabled students to access instructional resources and support faculty development seminars on the Universal Design for Learning methodology of curriculum development.

The final outcomes of the project will be improved disabled student access to instructional resources, a faculty better trained in accommodating a variety of disabilities in the classroom, establishment of future workshops for training new faculty, and a set of written guidelines for use in developing future course curricula and programs.
